WHEREAS, The goal of the Miss Auburn Scholarship Program is to10
inspire accomplishments and motivate personal achievement in young11

WHEREAS, Morgan exemplifies these goals as a third-time13
contestant who grew and learned from her experiences in the Miss14
Auburn Scholarship Program; and15

WHEREAS, The Miss Auburn Scholarship Program is a positive16
educational program which promotes young women's education and17
community involvement; and18

WHEREAS, Morgan is finishing her associate degree in order to19
pursue further higher education in elementary education; and20

WHEREAS, She is actively involved in her church community and is21
a longtime member of her church choir; and22
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WHEREAS, Morgan competed on the platform of Supporting Positive1
Body Image in Young Women; and2

WHEREAS, Keely has been dancing for ten years and tap danced to3
"My Feet Can't Fail Me Now"; and4

WHEREAS, She ran on a platform in support of the Leukemia and5
Lymphoma Society; and6

WHEREAS, Keely performed in honor of a close friend who is7
fighting cancer;8

recognize and support the good work of the Miss Auburn Scholarship10
