The review mu st evaluate the
amount paid on behalf of eligible clients under cha pter 74.09 RCW by
the health care authority to fire departments for h ealth care services
that did not require an ambulance transport and the amount that would
have been paid had the services been provided in a different care
setting.

(2) The cost-effectiveness review must consider th e savings
realized by medical assistance programs under chapt er 74.09 RCW as a
result of fire departments providing health care se rvices and make any
recommendations for improving the cost-effectivenes s of the standards
for reimbursement and reducing the potential for ex cessive billing or
billing for unnecessary services. If the review fin ds that the
standards of reimbursement have not resulted in sav ings to the state's
medical assistance programs, the joint legislative audit and review
committee shall recommend the repeal of section 1 o f this act.

(3) The joint legislative audit and review committ ee shall submit
the  cost-effectiveness review, including its findin gs and
recommendations, to the fiscal committees and healt h policy committees

of the legislature by December 1, 2021."
