"(3) Subject to the availability of anmpbunts appropriated for this
specific purpose, the office of the superintendent of public
instruction may award grants to school districts to collaborate with
communi ty-based organizations, food banks, and farns or gardens for
reducing high school dropout occurrences through farm engagenent
pr oj ect s. Projects established by school districts that receive
grants in accordance with this section nust:

(a) Primarily target lowincone and disengaged youth who have
dropped out or who are at risk of dropping out of high school; and

(b) Provide participating youth with opportunities for:

(i) Performng conmunity service, including, but not limted to,
buil ding food gardens for |owincone famlies, and work-based | earning
and enploynment during the school year and summer through farm or
garden prograns;

(ii) Earning core and elective credits applied toward high schoo
graduation, including but not limted to, science, health, and career
and technical education credits;

(iii1) Receiving devel opment support and services, including socia
and enotional |earning, counseling, |eadership training, and career
and col | ege gui dance; and

(iv) Inmproving food security for thenselves and their conmunity

t hrough the project.”

EFFECT: (1) Authorizes the Ofice of the Superintendent of
Public Instruction, to the extent funds are appropriated for this
purpose, to award grants to school districts to collaborate with
conmuni ty- based organi zati ons, food banks, and farns or gardens for
reduci ng hi gh school dropout occurrences through farm engagenent
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projects. (2) Specifies criteria that farm engagenent projects
funded by the grants nust satisfy.
