"NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The legislature acknow edges that

transferring youth to the adult crimnal justice system is not

effective in reducing future crimnal behavior. Youth incarcerated in
the adult crimnal justice system are nore likely to recidivate than
their counterparts housed in juvenile facilities. The |egislature
intends to enhance comunity safety by enphasizing rehabilitation of
juveniles convicted under the adult crimnal justice system The
| egi slature would like to nodify current policy to allow juveniles
adj udi cated as adults, also known as youthful offenders, to be served
and housed within the facilities of the juvenile rehabilitation
admnistration up until their twenty-fifth birthday if serving a
sentence beyond his or her twenty-first birthday. This enphasis on
rehabilitation up to age twenty-five reflects simlar programmng in
other states, which has significantly reduced recidivism of youthful
of fenders. For purposes of this section, "youthful offender” neans an
i ndi vidual convicted in adult court for an offense that was commtted
whi I e the individual was under age ei ghteen.

(2) To lay the foundation for the inplenentation of the
| egi sl ative goals outlined in subsection (1) of this section, the
departnment of social and health services nust prepare a report
outlining the different options for housing youthful offenders in a
juvenile rehabilitation facility until age twenty-five. As part of
this process, the departnment of social and health services shal

seek gui dance fromthe departnent of justice office of juvenile
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justice and delinquency prevention regarding the ability to house
yout hful offenders in juvenile rehabilitation facilities until age
twenty-five without violating the juvenile justice and delinquency

prevention act, 42 U S.C. Sec. 5633. This report shall be delivered
to the governor and the appropriate commttees of the |egislature by

Decenber 1, 2017, and shall include a description of the follow ng:

(a) The conmunication with the departnent of justice office of
juvenile justice and delinquency prevention and all information
provi ded by that office regardi ng housing youthful offenders in
juvenile rehabilitation facilities until age twenty-five w thout
violating the juvenile justice and deli nquency prevention act, 42
U S.C Sec. 5633;

(b) The facility or facilities that woul d be used to house
yout hful offenders in juvenile rehabilitation facilities until age
twenty-five; and

(c) The fiscal inplications of housing youthful offenders in
juvenile rehabilitation facilities until age twenty-five.

(3) This section expires July 1, 2018."
