EFFECT: Invites the Legislature of the State of O

Creates a joint legislative action committee co
sixteen members, eight from each state, and provide
requirements:

* Requires executive agencies, including the departme
transportation and the transportation commissions,
cooperate with the committee and provide informatio
other assistance as the cochairs may reasonably req

» Directs that staff support be provided by the House
Program Research, Senate Committee Services and the
legislative policy and research office.

» Provides for joint payment of legislative action co
expenses by the Legislatures of both states, and al
reimbursement of legislative action committee membe
travel expenses.
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* Requires each meeting of the legislative action com mittee to
allow an opportunity for public comment, and requir es that
meetings be scheduled and conducted in accordance w ith the
requirements of both the senate and the house of
representatives of both states.
