housing and treatment of adverse events; (b) costs to the state
medical assistance program that may be incurred if the patient does
not receive the prescribed course of treatment; and (c) examples of
other services offered through the state medical as sistance program
that could be funded. To the extent that the drug u tilization review
board has mutual membership and jurisdiction with t he pharmacy and
therapeutics committee established by the authority pursuant to RCW
70.14.050, the drug utilization review board's reco mmendations and
conclusions related to cost-effectiveness shall be separated from the
deliberations of the pharmacy and therapeutics comm ittee.”

"(4) For the purposes of this section, the term "c ourse of
treatment” may include mere observation or, where a ppropriate, no
medical treatment at all.”
