accommodations, may ((earn a certificate of individual achievement.12
The certificate may be earned using multiple ways to)), through13
multiple options, demonstrate skills and abilities commensurate with14
their individual education programs. The determination of whether the15
high school assessment system is appropriate shall be made by the16
student's individual education program team. ((Except as provided in17
RCW 28A.655.0611, for these students, the certificate of individual18
achievement is required for graduation from a public high school, but19
need not be the only requirement for graduation.)) When measures20
other than the high school assessment system ((as defined in RCW21
28A.655.061)) established in accordance with RCW 28A.655.070 are22
used, the measures shall be in agreement with the appropriate23
educational opportunity provided for the student as required by this24
chapter. The superintendent of public instruction shall develop the25
guidelines for determining which students should not be required to26
participate in the high school assessment system and which types of27
assessments are appropriate to use.28

When measures other than the high school assessment system ((as29

(1) Beginning July 1, 2007, each school district that operates a12
high school shall establish a policy and procedures that permit any13
student who is receiving special education or related services under14
an individualized education program pursuant to state and federal law15
and who will continue to receive such services between the ages of16
eighteen and twenty-one to participate in the graduation ceremony and17
activities after four years of high school attendance with his or her18
age-appropriate peers and receive a certificate of attendance.19

(1) The state board of education shall establish high school33
graduation requirements or equivalencies for students, except as34
provided in RCW 28A.230.122 and except those equivalencies35
established by local high schools or school districts under RCW36
28A.230.097. The purpose of a high school diploma is to declare that37
a student is ready for success in postsecondary education, gainful38
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employment, and citizenship, and is equipped with the skills to be a1
lifelong learner.2

(a) Any course in Washington state history and government used to3
fulfill high school graduation requirements shall consider including4
information on the culture, history, and government of the American5
Indian peoples who were the first inhabitants of the state.6

(1) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop21
essential academic learning requirements that identify the knowledge22
and skills all public school students need to know and be able to do23
based on the student learning goals in RCW 28A.150.210, develop24
student assessments, and implement the accountability recommendations25
and requests regarding assistance, rewards, and recognition of the26
state board of education.27

(2) The superintendent of public instruction shall:28

(14) The superintendent shall integrate financial education25
skills and content knowledge into the state learning standards26

MODIFICATIONS TO PROVISIONS OF EDUCATION AGENCIES29

Sec. 201.  RCW 28A.180.100 and 2004 c 19 s 105 are each amended30
to read as follows:31

The office of the superintendent of public instruction and the32
state board for community and technical colleges shall jointly33
develop a program plan to provide a continuing education option for34
students who are eligible for the state transitional bilingual35
instruction program and who need more time to develop language36
proficiency but who are more age-appropriately suited for a37
postsecondary learning environment than for a high school. In38
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developing the plan, the superintendent of public instruction shall1
consider options to formally recognize the accomplishments of2
students in the state transitional bilingual instruction program who3
have completed the twelfth grade but have not ((earned a certificate4
of academic achievement)) met all applicable graduation requirements.5
By December 1, 2004, the agencies shall report to the legislative6
education and fiscal committees with any recommendations for7
legislative action and any resources necessary to implement the plan.8

Sec. 202.  RCW 28A.195.010 and 2009 c 548 s 303 are each amended9
to read as follows:10

The legislature hereby recognizes that private schools should be11
subject only to those minimum state controls necessary to insure the12
health and safety of all the students in the state and to insure a13
sufficient basic education to meet usual graduation requirements. The14
state, any agency or official thereof, shall not restrict or dictate15
any specific educational or other programs for private schools except16
as hereinafter in this section provided.17

Principals of private schools or superintendents of private18
school districts shall file each year with the state superintendent19
of public instruction a statement certifying that the minimum20
requirements hereinafter set forth are being met, noting any21
deviations. After review of the statement, the state superintendent22
will notify schools or school districts of those deviations which23
must be corrected. In case of major deviations, the school or school24
district may request and the state board of education may grant25
provisional status for one year in order that the school or school26
district may take action to meet the requirements. The state board of27
education shall not require private school students to meet the28
student learning goals, ((obtain a certificate of academic29
achievement, or a certificate of individual achievement to graduate30
from high school,)) to master the essential academic learning31
requirements, or to be assessed pursuant to RCW ((28A.655.061))32
28A.655.070. However, private schools may choose, on a voluntary33
basis, to have their students master these essential academic34
learning requirements((,)) and take the assessments((, and obtain a35
certificate of academic achievement or a certificate of individual36
achievement)). Minimum requirements shall be as follows:37

(1) The minimum school year for instructional purposes shall38
consist of no less than one hundred eighty school days or the39
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equivalent in annual minimum instructional hour offerings, with a1
school-wide annual average total instructional hour offering of one2
thousand hours for students enrolled in grades one through twelve,3
and at least four hundred fifty hours for students enrolled in4
kindergarten.5

(2) The school day shall be the same as defined in RCW6
28A.150.203.7

(3) All classroom teachers shall hold appropriate Washington8
state certification except as follows:9

(a) Teachers for religious courses or courses for which no10
counterpart exists in public schools shall not be required to obtain11
a state certificate to teach those courses.12

(b) In exceptional cases, people of unusual competence but13
without certification may teach students so long as a certified14
person exercises general supervision. Annual written statements shall15
be submitted to the office of the superintendent of public16
instruction reporting and explaining such circumstances.17

(4) An approved private school may operate an extension program18
for parents, guardians, or persons having legal custody of a child to19
teach children in their custody. The extension program shall require20
at a minimum that:21

(a) The parent, guardian, or custodian be under the supervision22
of an employee of the approved private school who is certified under23
chapter 28A.410 RCW;24

(b) The planning by the certified person and the parent,25
guardian, or person having legal custody include objectives26
consistent with this subsection and subsections (1), (2), (5), (6),27
and (7) of this section;28

(c) The certified person spend a minimum average each month of29
one contact hour per week with each student under his or her30
supervision who is enrolled in the approved private school extension31
program;32

(d) Each student's progress be evaluated by the certified person;33
and34

(e) The certified employee shall not supervise more than thirty35
students enrolled in the approved private school's extension program.36

(5) Appropriate measures shall be taken to safeguard all37
permanent records against loss or damage.38

(6) The physical facilities of the school or district shall be39
adequate to meet the program offered by the school or district:40
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PROVIDED, That each school building shall meet reasonable health and1
fire safety requirements. A residential dwelling of the parent,2
guardian, or custodian shall be deemed to be an adequate physical3
facility when a parent, guardian, or person having legal custody is4
instructing his or her child under subsection (4) of this section.5

(7) Private school curriculum shall include instruction of the6
basic skills of occupational education, science, mathematics,7
language, social studies, history, health, reading, writing,8
spelling, and the development of appreciation of art and music, all9
in sufficient units for meeting state board of education graduation10
requirements.11

(8) Each school or school district shall be required to maintain12
up-to-date policy statements related to the administration and13
operation of the school or school district.14

All decisions of policy, philosophy, selection of books, teaching15
material, curriculum, except as in subsection (7) of this section16
provided, school rules and administration, or other matters not17
specifically referred to in this section, shall be the responsibility18
of the administration and administrators of the particular private19
school involved.20

Sec. 203.  RCW 28A.200.010 and 2004 c 19 s 107 are each amended21
to read as follows:22

(1) Each parent whose child is receiving home-based instruction23
under RCW 28A.225.010(4) shall have the duty to:24

(a) File annually a signed declaration of intent that he or she25
is planning to cause his or her child to receive home-based26
instruction. The statement shall include the name and age of the27
child, shall specify whether a certificated person will be28
supervising the instruction, and shall be written in a format29
prescribed by the superintendent of public instruction. Each parent30
shall file the statement by September 15th of the school year or31
within two weeks of the beginning of any public school quarter,32
trimester, or semester with the superintendent of the public school33
district within which the parent resides or the district that accepts34
the transfer, and the student shall be deemed a transfer student of35
the nonresident district. Parents may apply for transfer under RCW36
28A.225.220;37

(b) Ensure that test scores or annual academic progress38
assessments and immunization records, together with any other records39
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that are kept relating to the instructional and educational1
activities provided, are forwarded to any other public or private2
school to which the child transfers. At the time of a transfer to a3
public school, the superintendent of the local school district in4
which the child enrolls may require a standardized achievement test5
to be administered and shall have the authority to determine the6
appropriate grade and course level placement of the child after7
consultation with parents and review of the child's records; and8

(c) Ensure that a standardized achievement test approved by the9
state board of education is administered annually to the child by a10
qualified individual or that an annual assessment of the student's11
academic progress is written by a certificated person who is12
currently working in the field of education. The state board of13
education shall not require these children to meet the student14
learning goals((,)) or master the essential academic learning15
requirements, to take the assessments((, or to obtain a certificate16
of academic achievement or a certificate of individual achievement17
pursuant to RCW 28A.655.061 and 28A.155.045)). The standardized test18
administered or the annual academic progress assessment written shall19
be made a part of the child's permanent records. If, as a result of20
the annual test or assessment, it is determined that the child is not21
making reasonable progress consistent with his or her age or stage of22
development, the parent shall make a good faith effort to remedy any23
deficiency.24

(2) Failure of a parent to comply with the duties in this section25
shall be deemed a failure of such parent's child to attend school26
without valid justification under RCW 28A.225.020. Parents who do27
comply with the duties set forth in this section shall be presumed to28
be providing home-based instruction as set forth in RCW29
28A.225.010(4).30

Sec. 204.  RCW 28A.305.130 and 2013 2nd sp.s. c 22 s 7 are each31
amended to read as follows:32

The purpose of the state board of education is to provide33
advocacy and strategic oversight of public education; implement a34
standards-based accountability framework that creates a unified35
system of increasing levels of support for schools in order to36
improve student academic achievement; provide leadership in the37
creation of a system that personalizes education for each student and38
respects diverse cultures, abilities, and learning styles; and39
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promote achievement of the goals of RCW 28A.150.210. In addition to1
any other powers and duties as provided by law, the state board of2
education shall:3

(1) Hold regularly scheduled meetings at such time and place4
within the state as the board shall determine and may hold such5
special meetings as may be deemed necessary for the transaction of6
public business;7

(2) Form committees as necessary to effectively and efficiently8
conduct the work of the board;9

(3) Seek advice from the public and interested parties regarding10
the work of the board;11

(4) For purposes of statewide accountability:12
(a) Adopt and revise performance improvement goals in reading,13

writing, science, and mathematics, by subject and grade level, once14
assessments in these subjects are required statewide; academic and15
technical skills, as appropriate, in secondary career and technical16
education programs; and student attendance, as the board deems17
appropriate to improve student learning. The goals shall be18
consistent with student privacy protection provisions of RCW19
28A.655.090(7) and shall not conflict with requirements contained in20
Title I of the federal elementary and secondary education act of21
1965, or the requirements of the Carl D. Perkins vocational education22
act of 1998, each as amended. The goals may be established for all23
students, economically disadvantaged students, limited English24
proficient students, students with disabilities, and students from25
disproportionately academically underachieving racial and ethnic26
backgrounds. The board may establish school and school district goals27
addressing high school graduation rates and dropout reduction goals28
for students in grades seven through twelve. The board shall adopt29
the goals by rule. However, before each goal is implemented, the30
board shall present the goal to the education committees of the house31
of representatives and the senate for the committees' review and32
comment in a time frame that will permit the legislature to take33
statutory action on the goal if such action is deemed warranted by34
the legislature;35

(b)(i) Identify the scores students must achieve in order to meet36
the standard on the statewide student assessment ((and, for high37
school students, to obtain a certificate of academic achievement)).38
The board shall also determine student scores that identify levels of39
student performance below and beyond the standard. ((The board shall40
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consider the incorporation of the standard error of measurement into1
the decision regarding the award of the certificates.)) The board2
shall set such performance standards and levels in consultation with3
the superintendent of public instruction and after consideration of4
any recommendations that may be developed by any advisory committees5
that may be established for this purpose.6

(ii) ((By the end of the 2014-15 school year, establish the7
scores students must achieve to meet the standard and earn a8
certificate of academic achievement on the tenth grade English9
language arts assessment and the end-of-course mathematics10
assessments developed in accordance with RCW 28A.655.070 to be used11
as the state transitions to high school assessments developed with a12
multistate consortium.13

(iii) By the end of the 2014-15 school year, establish the scores14
students must achieve to meet the standard and earn a certificate of15
academic achievement on the high school English language arts16
assessment and the comprehensive mathematics assessment developed17
with a multistate consortium in accordance with RCW 28A.655.070. To18
determine the appropriate score, the state board shall review the19
transition experience of Washington students to the consortium-20
developed assessments, examine the student scores used in other21
states that are administering the consortium-developed assessments,22
and review the scores in other states that require passage of an23
eleventh grade assessment as a high school graduation requirement.24
The scores established by the state board of education for the25
purposes of earning a certificate of academic achievement and26
graduation from high school may be different from the scores used for27
the purpose of determining a student's career and college readiness.28

(iv))) The legislature shall be advised of the initial29
performance standards for the high school statewide student30
assessment. Any changes recommended by the board in the performance31
standards for the high school assessment shall be presented to the32
education committees of the house of representatives and the senate33
by November 30th of the school year in which the changes will take34
place to permit the legislature to take statutory action before the35
changes are implemented if such action is deemed warranted by the36
legislature. The legislature shall be advised of the initial37
performance standards and any changes made to the elementary level38
performance standards and the middle school level performance39
standards.

(5) Accredit, subject to such accreditation standards and17
procedures as may be established by the state board of education, all18
private schools that apply for accreditation, and approve, subject to19
the provisions of RCW 28A.195.010, private schools carrying out a20
program for any or all of the grades kindergarten through twelve.21
However, no private school may be approved that operates a22
kindergarten program only and no private school shall be placed upon23
the list of accredited schools so long as secret societies are24
knowingly allowed to exist among its students by school officials;25

(7) Hire an executive director and an administrative assistant to30
reside in the office of the superintendent of public instruction for31
administrative purposes.

The board may delegate to33
the executive director by resolution such duties as deemed necessary34
to efficiently carry on the business of the board including, but not35
limited to, the authority to employ necessary personnel and the36
authority to enter into, amend, and terminate contracts on behalf of37
the board. The executive director, administrative assistant, and all38
but one of the other personnel of the board are exempt from civil39
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service, together with other staff as now or hereafter designated as1
exempt in accordance with chapter 41.06 RCW; and2

(8) Adopt a seal that shall be kept in the office of the3
superintendent of public instruction.4

(1) At the beginning of each school year, school districts must7
notify parents and guardians of enrolled students from eighth through8
twelfth grade about each student assessment required by the state,9
the minimum state-level graduation requirements, and any additional10
school district graduation requirements. The information may be11
provided when the student is enrolled, contained in the student or12
parent handbook, or posted on the school district's web site. The13

(1) Subject to funds appropriated for this purpose, targeted35
professional development programs, to be known as learning36
improvement days, are authorized to further the development of37
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outstanding mathematics, science, and reading teaching and learning1
opportunities in the state of Washington. The intent of this section2
is to provide guidance for the learning improvement days in the3
omnibus appropriations act. The learning improvement days authorized4
in this section shall not be considered part of the definition of5
basic education.6

(2) A school district is eligible to receive funding for learning7
improvement days that are limited to specific activities related to8
student learning that contribute to the following outcomes:9

(a) Provision of meaningful, targeted professional development10
for all teachers in mathematics, science, or reading;11

(b) Increased knowledge and instructional skill for mathematics,12
science, or reading teachers;13

(c) Increased use of curriculum materials with supporting14
diagnostic and supplemental materials that align with state15
standards;16

(d) ((Skillful guidance for students participating in alternative17
assessment activities;18

(e))) Increased rigor of course offerings especially in19
mathematics, science, and reading;20

(((f))) (e) Increased student opportunities for focused, applied21
mathematics and science classes;22

(((g))) (f) Increased student success on state achievement23
measures; and24

(((h))) (g) Increased student appreciation of the value and uses25
of mathematics, science, and reading knowledge and exploration of26
related careers.27

(3) School districts receiving resources under this section shall28
submit reports to the superintendent of public instruction29
documenting how the use of the funds contributes to measurable30
improvement in the outcomes described under subsection (2) of this31
section; and how other professional development resources and32
programs authorized in statute or in the omnibus appropriations act33
contribute to the expected outcomes. The superintendent of public34
instruction and the office of financial management shall collaborate35
on required report content and format.36

Sec. 302.  RCW 28A.600.310 and 2015 c 202 s 4 are each amended to37
read as follows:38
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(1)(a) Eleventh and twelfth grade students or students who have1
not yet received the credits required for the award of a high school2
diploma and are eligible to be in the eleventh or twelfth grades may3
apply to a participating institution of higher education to enroll in4
courses or programs offered by the institution of higher education.5

(b) The course sections and programs offered as running start6
courses must also be open for registration to matriculated students7
at the participating institution of higher education and may not be a8
course consisting solely of high school students offered at a high9
school campus.10

EFFECT: (1) Removes all provisions of the underlying bill.
(2) Decouples graduation requirements from statewide high school

assessments by discontinuing the Certificate of Academic Achievement
(CAA), the earning of which is currently required as proof that a
student has successfully met standard on statewide assessments
required for graduation.

(3) Discontinues the Certificate of Individual Achievement (CIA)
for students requiring special education who are not appropriately
assessed by the state assessment system.

(4) Makes numerous changes related to the discontinuation of the
CAA and the CIA, including eliminating alternate assessments for
students who have not met standard on statewide assessments, and
modifying provisions requiring the State Board of Education (SBE) to
identify scores that high school students must meet in order to earn
a CAA.

(5) Preserves provisions requiring that the Superintendent of
Public Instruction and the SBE maintain and continue to develop and
revise a statewide assessment system for students in the content
areas of reading, writing, mathematics, and science, but removes
certain provisions governing mathematics and science assessments.

(6) Modifies certain high school completion programs, including
discontinuing a partially expired high school completion program for
qualifying students who have met all graduation requirements except
earning a CIA or CAA.

(7) Applies to the graduating class of 2017 and subsequent
graduating classes.

(8) Includes an emergency clause making all provisions effective
immediately.
