Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the definitions 

in this section apply throughout this chapter. 

(1) "Antique firearm" means a firearm or replica of  a firearm 

not designed or redesigned for using rim fire or co nventional center 

fire ignition with fixed ammunition and manufacture d in or before 

1898, including any matchlock, flintlock, percussio n cap, or similar 

type of ignition system and also any firearm using fixed ammunition 

manufactured in or before 1898, for which ammunitio n is no longer 

manufactured in the United States and is not readil y available in 

the ordinary channels of commercial trade. 

(2) "Barrel length" means the distance from the bol t face of a 

closed action down the length of the axis of the bo re to the crown 

of the muzzle, or in the case of a barrel with atta chments to the 

end of any legal device permanently attached to the  end of the 

muzzle. 

(3) "Crime of violence" means: 

(a) Any of the following felonies, as now existing or hereafter 

amended: Any felony defined under any law as a clas s A felony or an 

attempt to commit a class A felony, criminal solici tation of or 

criminal conspiracy to commit a class A felony, man slaughter in the 

first degree, manslaughter in the second degree, in decent liberties 

if committed by forcible compulsion, kidnapping in the second 
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degree, arson in the second degree, assault in the second degree, 

assault of a child in the second degree, extortion in the first 

degree, burglary in the second degree, residential burglary, and 

robbery in the second degree; 

(b) Any conviction for a felony offense in effect a t any time 

prior to June 6, 1996, which is comparable to a fel ony classified as 

a crime of violence in (a) of this subsection; and 

(c) Any federal or out-of-state conviction for an o ffense 

comparable to a felony classified as a crime of vio lence under (a) 

or (b) of this subsection. 

(4) "Curio or relic" has the same meaning as provid ed in 27 

C.F.R. Sec. 478.11. 

(5) "Dealer" means a person engaged in the business  of selling 

firearms at wholesale or retail who has, or is requ ired to have, a 

federal firearms license under 18 U.S.C. Sec. 923(a ). A person who 

does not have, and is not required to have, a feder al firearms 

license under 18 U.S.C. Sec. 923(a), is not a deale r if that person 

makes only occasional sales, exchanges, or purchase s of firearms for 

the enhancement of a personal collection or for a h obby, or sells 

all or part of his or her personal collection of fi rearms. 

(6) "Family or household member" means "family" or "household 

member" as used in RCW 10.99.020. 

(7) "Felony" means any felony offense under the law s of this 

state or any federal or out-of-state offense compar able to a felony 

offense under the laws of this state. 

(8) "Felony firearm offender" means a person who ha s previously 

been convicted or found not guilty by reason of ins anity in this 

state of any felony firearm offense. A person is no t a felony 

firearm offender under this chapter if any and all qualifying 

offenses have been the subject of an expungement, p ardon, annulment, 

certificate, or rehabilitation, or other equivalent  procedure based 

on a finding of the rehabilitation of the person co nvicted or a 

pardon, annulment, or other equivalent procedure ba sed on a finding 

of innocence. 
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(9) "Felony firearm offense" means: 

(a) Any felony offense that is a violation of this chapter; 

(b) A violation of RCW 9A.36.045; 

(c) A violation of RCW 9A.56.300; 

(d) A violation of RCW 9A.56.310; 

(e) Any felony offense if the offender was armed wi th a firearm 

in the commission of the offense. 

(10) "Firearm" means a weapon or device from which a projectile 

or projectiles may be fired by an explosive such as  gunpowder. 

"Firearm" does not include a flare gun or other pyr otechnic visual 

distress signaling device, or a powder-actuated too l or other device 

designed solely to be used for construction purpose s. 

(11) "Gun" has the same meaning as firearm. 

(12) "Law enforcement officer" includes a general a uthority 

Washington peace officer as defined in RCW 10.93.02 0, or a specially 

commissioned Washington peace officer as defined in  RCW 10.93.020. 

"Law enforcement officer" also includes a limited a uthority 

Washington peace officer as defined in RCW 10.93.02 0 if such officer 

is duly authorized by his or her employer to carry a concealed 

pistol. 

(13) "Lawful permanent resident" has the same meani ng afforded a 

person "lawfully admitted for permanent residence" in 8 U.S.C. Sec. 

1101(a)(20). 

(14) "Licensed collector" means a person who is fed erally 

licensed under 18 U.S.C. Sec. 923(b). 

(15) "Licensed dealer" means a person who is federa lly licensed 

under 18 U.S.C. Sec. 923(a). 

(16) "Loaded" means: 

(a) There is a cartridge in the chamber of the fire arm; 

(b) Cartridges are in a clip that is locked in plac e in the 

firearm; 

(c) There is a cartridge in the cylinder of the fir earm, if the 

firearm is a revolver; 
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(d) There is a cartridge in the tube or magazine th at is 

inserted in the action; or 

(e) There is a ball in the barrel and the firearm i s capped or 

primed if the firearm is a muzzle loader. 

(17) "Machine gun" means any firearm known as a mac hine gun, 

mechanical rifle, submachine gun, or any other mech anism or 

instrument not requiring that the trigger be presse d for each shot 

and having a reservoir clip, disc, drum, belt, or o ther separable 

mechanical device for storing, carrying, or supplyi ng ammunition 

which can be loaded into the firearm, mechanism, or  instrument, and 

fired therefrom at the rate of five or more shots p er second. 

(18) "Nonimmigrant alien" means a person defined as  such in 8 

U.S.C. Sec. 1101(a)(15). 

(19) "Person" means any individual, corporation, co mpany, 

association, firm, partnership, club, organization,  society, joint 

stock company, or other legal entity. 

(20) "Pistol" means any firearm with a barrel less than sixteen 

inches in length, or is designed to be held and fir ed by the use of 

a single hand. 

(21) "Rifle" means a weapon designed or redesigned,  made or 

remade, and intended to be fired from the shoulder and designed or 

redesigned, made or remade, and intended to use the  energy of the 

explosive in a fixed metallic cartridge to fire onl y a single 

projectile through a rifled bore for each single pu ll of the 

trigger. 

(22) "Sale" and "sell" mean the actual approval of the delivery 

of a firearm in consideration of payment or promise  of payment. 

(23) "Serious offense" means any of the following f elonies or a 

felony attempt to commit any of the following felon ies, as now 

existing or hereafter amended: 

(a) Any crime of violence; 

(b) Any felony violation of the uniform controlled substances 

act, chapter 69.50 RCW, that is classified as a cla ss B felony or 

that has a maximum term of imprisonment of at least  ten years; 
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(c) Child molestation in the second degree; 

(d) Incest when committed against a child under age  fourteen; 

(e) Indecent liberties; 

(f) Leading organized crime; 

(g) Promoting prostitution in the first degree; 

(h) Rape in the third degree; 

(i) Drive-by shooting; 

(j) Sexual exploitation; 

(k) Vehicular assault, when caused by the operation  or driving 

of a vehicle by a person while under the influence of intoxicating 

liquor or any drug or by the operation or driving o f a vehicle in a 

reckless manner; 

(l) Vehicular homicide, when proximately caused by the driving 

of any vehicle by any person while under the influe nce of 

intoxicating liquor or any drug as defined by RCW 4 6.61.502, or by 

the operation of any vehicle in a reckless manner; 

(m) Any other class B felony offense with a finding  of sexual 

motivation, as "sexual motivation" is defined under  RCW 9.94A.030; 

(n) Any other felony with a deadly weapon verdict u nder RCW 

9.94A.825; 

(o) Any felony offense in effect at any time prior to June 6, 

1996, that is comparable to a serious offense, or a ny federal or 

out-of-state conviction for an offense that under t he laws of this 

state would be a felony classified as a serious off ense; or 

(p) Any felony conviction under RCW 9.41.115. 

(24) "Short-barreled rifle" means a rifle having on e or more 

barrels less than sixteen inches in length and any weapon made from 

a rifle by any means of modification if such modifi ed weapon has an 

overall length of less than twenty-six inches. 

(25) "Short-barreled shotgun" means a shotgun havin g one or more 

barrels less than eighteen inches in length and any  weapon made from 

a shotgun by any means of modification if such modi fied weapon has 

an overall length of less than twenty-six inches. 
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(26) "Shotgun" means a weapon with one or more barr els, designed 

or redesigned, made or remade, and intended to be f ired from the 

shoulder and designed or redesigned, made or remade , and intended to 

use the energy of the explosive in a fixed shotgun shell to fire 

through a smooth bore either a number of ball shot or a single 

projectile for each single pull of the trigger. 

(27) "Transfer" means the intended delivery of a fi rearm to 

another person without consideration of payment or promise of 

payment including, but not limited to, gifts and lo ans. "Transfer" 

does not include the delivery of a firearm owned or  leased by an 

entity licensed or qualified to do business in the state of 

Washington to, or return of such a firearm by, any of that entity's 

employees or agents, defined to include volunteers participating in 

an honor guard, for lawful purposes in the ordinary  course of 

business. 

(28) "Trigger modification device" means any part, or 

combination of parts, designed or intended to accel erate the rate of 

fire of a firearm, but does not convert the firearm  into a machine 

gun, including: 

(a) Any part, or combination of parts, designed or intended for 

use in modifying a firearm to use the recoil of the  firearm to 

produce a rapid succession of trigger functions; or  

(b) Any part, or combination of parts, designed or intended for 

use in modifying a firearm to produce multiple trig ger functions 

through the use of an external mechanism. 

(29) "Unlicensed person" means any person who is no t a licensed 

dealer under this chapter. 

Sec. 2.  RCW 9.41.190 and 2016 c 214 s 1 are each amended to 

read as follows: 

(1) Except as otherwise provided in this section, i t is unlawful 

for any person to: 
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(a) Manufacture, own, buy, sell, loan, furnish, tra nsport, or 

have in possession or under control, any machine gu n, short-barreled 

shotgun, or short-barreled rifle; 

(b) Manufacture, own, buy, sell, loan, furnish, tra nsport, or 

have in possession or under control, any part desig ned and intended 

solely and exclusively for use in a machine gun, sh ort-barreled 

shotgun, or short-barreled rifle, or in converting a weapon into a 

machine gun, short-barreled shotgun, or short-barre led rifle; ((or)) 

(c) Assemble or repair any machine gun, short-barre led shotgun, 

or short-barreled rifle; or 

(d) Manufacture or sell any trigger modification de vice. 

(2) It is not unlawful for a person to manufacture,  own, buy, 

sell, loan, furnish, transport, assemble, or repair , or have in 

possession or under control, a short-barreled rifle , or any part 

designed or intended solely and exclusively for use  in a short-

barreled rifle or in converting a weapon into a sho rt-barreled 

rifle, if the person is in compliance with applicab le federal law. 

(3) Subsection (1) of this section shall not apply to: 

(a) Any peace officer in the discharge of official duty or 

traveling to or from official duty, or to any offic er or member of 

the armed forces of the United States or the state of Washington in 

the discharge of official duty or traveling to or f rom official 

duty; or 

(b) A person, including an employee of such person if the 

employee has undergone fingerprinting and a backgro und check, who or 

which is exempt from or licensed under federal law,  and engaged in 

the production, manufacture, repair, or testing of machine guns, 

trigger modification devices, short-barreled shotgu ns, or short-

barreled rifles:

(10)(a) For a person age eighteen or older convicte d of any 

criminal street gang-related felony offense for whi ch the person 

compensated, threatened, or solicited a minor in or der to involve 
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the minor in the commission of the felony offense, the standard 

sentence range is determined by locating the senten cing grid 

sentence range defined by the appropriate offender score and the 

seriousness level of the completed crime, and multi plying the range 

by one hundred twenty-five percent. If the standard  sentence range 

under this subsection exceeds the statutory maximum  sentence for the 

offense, the statutory maximum sentence is the pres umptive sentence 

unless the offender is a persistent offender. 

(b) This subsection does not apply to any criminal street gang-

related felony offense for which involving a minor in the commission 

of the felony offense is an element of the offense.  

(c) The increased penalty specified in (a) of this subsection is 

unavailable in the event that the prosecution gives  notice that it 

will seek an exceptional sentence based on an aggra vating factor 

under RCW 9.94A.535. 

(11) An additional twelve months and one day shall be added to 

the standard sentence range for a conviction of att empting to elude 

a police vehicle as defined by RCW 46.61.024, if th e conviction 

included a finding by special allegation of endange ring one or more 

persons under RCW 9.94A.834. 

(12) An additional twelve months shall be added to the standard 

sentence range for an offense that is also a violat ion of RCW 

9.94A.831. 

(13) An additional twelve months shall be added to the standard 

sentence range for vehicular homicide committed whi le under the 

influence of intoxicating liquor or any drug as def ined by RCW 

46.61.520 or for vehicular assault committed while under the 

influence of intoxicating liquor or any drug as def ined by RCW 

46.61.522, or for any felony driving under the infl uence (RCW 

46.61.502(6)) or felony physical control under the influence (RCW 

46.61.504(6)) for each child passenger under the ag e of sixteen who 

is an occupant in the defendant's vehicle. These en hancements shall 

be mandatory, shall be served in total confinement,  and shall run 

consecutively to all other sentencing provisions. I f the addition of 
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a minor child enhancement increases the sentence so  that it would 

exceed the statutory maximum for the offense, the p ortion of the 

sentence representing the enhancement may not be re duced. 

(14) An additional twelve months shall be added to the standard 

sentence range for an offense that is also a violat ion of RCW 

9.94A.832. 

Sec. 9.  RCW 13.40.193 and 2014 c 117 s 1 are each amended  to 

read as follows: 

(1) If a respondent is found to have been in posses sion of a 

firearm in violation of RCW 9.41.040(2)(a)(((iii)))  (iv), the court 

shall impose a minimum disposition of ten days of c onfinement. If 

the offender's standard range of disposition for th e offense as 

indicated in RCW 13.40.0357 is more than thirty day s of confinement, 

the court shall commit the offender to the departme nt for the 

standard range disposition. The offender shall not be released until 

the offender has served a minimum of ten days in co nfinement. 

(2)(a) If a respondent is found to have been in pos session of a 

firearm in violation of RCW 9.41.040, the dispositi on must include a 

requirement that the respondent participate in a qu alifying program 

as described in (b) of this subsection, when availa ble, unless the 

court makes a written finding based on the outcome of the juvenile 

court risk assessment that participation in a quali fying program 

would not be appropriate. 

(b) For purposes of this section, "qualifying progr am" means an 

aggression replacement training program, a function al family therapy 

program, or another program applicable to the juven ile firearm 

offender population that has been identified as evi dence-based or 

research-based and cost-beneficial in the current l ist prepared at 

the direction of the legislature by the Washington state institute 

for public policy. 

(3) If the court finds that the respondent or an ac complice was 

armed with a firearm, the court shall determine the  standard range 

disposition for the offense pursuant to RCW 13.40.1 60. If the 
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offender or an accomplice was armed with a firearm when the offender 

committed any felony other than possession of a mac hine gun or 

trigger modification device, possession of a stolen  firearm, drive-

by shooting, theft of a firearm, unlawful possessio n of a firearm in 

the first and second degree, or use of a machine gu n or trigger 

modification device in a felony, the following peri ods of total 

confinement must be added to the sentence: For a cl ass A felony, six 

months; for a class B felony, four months; and for a class C felony, 

two months. The additional time shall be imposed re gardless of the 

offense's juvenile disposition offense category as designated in RCW 

13.40.0357. 

(4) When a disposition under this section would eff ectuate a 

manifest injustice, the court may impose another di sposition. When a 

judge finds a manifest injustice and imposes a disp osition of 

confinement exceeding thirty days, the court shall commit the 

juvenile to a maximum term, and the provisions of R CW 13.40.030(2) 

shall be used to determine the range. When a judge finds a manifest 

injustice and imposes a disposition of confinement less than thirty 

days, the disposition shall be comprised of confine ment or community 

supervision or both. 

(5) Any term of confinement ordered pursuant to thi s section 

shall run consecutively to any term of confinement imposed in the 

same disposition for other offenses. 

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 10.  (1) Sections 1 and 2 of this act take 

effect July 1, 2018. 

(2) Sections 3 through 9 of this act take effect Ju ly 1, 2019. 

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 11.  Section 2 of this act expires July 1, 

2019."

  EFFECT:   Applies the criminal and sentencing prov isions of 
the bill to "trigger modification devices" rather t han "bump-fire 
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stocks."  Defines "trigger modification device" to mean any part, 
or combination of parts, designed or intended to ac celerate the 
rate of fire of a firearm, but does not convert the  firearm into a 
machine gun, including: (a) Any part, or combinatio n of parts, 
designed or intended for use in modifying a firearm  to use the 
recoil of the firearm to produce a rapid succession  of trigger 
functions; or (b) any part, or combination of parts , designed or 
intended for use in modifying a firearm to produce multiple trigger 
functions through the use of an external mechanism.
