RCW 28A.505.040 and 2017 3rd sp.s. c 13 s 604 are  each 

amended to read as follows: 

(1) On or before the tenth day of July in each year , all school 

districts shall prepare their budget for the ensuin g fiscal year. 

The annual budget development process shall include  the development 

or update of a four-year budget plan that includes a four-year 

enrollment projection. The four-year budget plan mu st include an 

estimate of funding necessary to maintain the conti nuing costs of 

program and service levels and any existing supplem ental contract 

obligations. 

(2)(a) The completed budget must include a summary of the four-

year budget plan and set forth the complete financi al plan of the 

district for the ensuing fiscal year. 

(b) The completed budget for the 2018-19 school yea r must 

include estimated 2019-20 school year expenditures,  including the 

estimated funding necessary to maintain the continu ing costs of the 

2018-19 program and service levels and any existing  supplemental 

contract obligations, in its four-year budget plan.   The plan must 

balance in the 2018-19 and 2019-20 school years, in cluding any 

anticipated changes to revenue for each school year . 

(3)(a) Upon completion of their budgets, every scho ol district 

shall electronically publish a notice stating that the district has 

completed the budget, posted it electronically, pla ced it on file in 

the school district administration office, and that  a copy of the 

budget and a summary of the four-year budget plan w ill be furnished 

to any person who calls upon the district for it. 

(b) School districts shall submit one copy of their  budget and 

the four-year budget plan summary to their educatio nal service 

districts and the office of the superintendent of p ublic instruction 

for review and comment by July 10th. The superinten dent of public 

instruction may delay the date in this section if t he state's 
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operating budget is not finally approved by the leg islature until 

after June 1st. 

(c) The office of the superintendent of public inst ruction shall 

consider the information provided under (b) of this  subsection when 

ranking each school district by the financial healt h of the school 

district in order to provide information for distri cts to avoid 

potential financial difficulty, insolvency, or bind ing conditions."

  EFFECT:  Moves the beginning date for the requirem ent that 
school districts enter into Certificated Instructio nal Staff (CIS) 
supplemental contracts only for enrichment activiti es ahead one 
year, to September 1, 2018.   
 
Moves the requirement the districts identify the ac tual salary paid 
to each CIS for services rendered as part of the st ate's basic 
education program ahead to the 2018-19 school year.  
 
Requires school districts to: 

• Report any projected increases provided to Certific ated 
Instructional Staff, Classified Staff, and Certific ated 
Administrative Staff in the 2018-19 school year to the Office 
of the Superintendent of Public Instruction. 

• Include a balanced financial plan for the 2018-19 a nd 2019-20 
school years in their four-year budget plan, includ ing any 
existing supplemental contract obligations and anti cipated 
changes to revenue.
