(2) Authorizes public schools that develop the curr icula to request
authorization from the Superintendent of Public Ins truction (SPI) to
consider student participation in the activities as instructional
days for the purposes of specified basic education requirements.
(3) Directs the SPI to adopt related rules and, sub ject to
conformity with application or other requirements a dopted by rule,
to approve requests by public schools to consider s tudent
participation in seasonal or nonseasonal outdoor-ba sed activities as
instructional days for the purposes specified basic education

requirements.
