General provisions of state law designate official Washington State items, such as the state bird
(willow goldfinch) and official marine mammal (orca).

Summary of Bill:

The Legislature recognizes that the pine mushroom has an integral relationship with state forests,
is an important part of the ecosystem, and is sought after for its distinct smell and delicious
flavor. This act designates the pine mushroom as the official Washington state fungi.
