Title: An act relating to changing the baseball stadium based special license plate.
Brief Description: Changing the baseball stadium based special license plate.

Brief Summary of Bill

* Changes the special baseball stadium license plate to one that is based on
the Seattle Mariners team logo.

* Distributes the net proceeds from the special Seattle Mariners license plate
to InvestED to encourage secondary students to stay in school, return to
school, or get involved within their learning community.

Background: The Department of Licensing (DOL) issues special vehicle license plates that
may be used in lieu of standard plates. A governmental or nonprofit sponsoring organization
seeking to sponsor a special plate either submits an application to DOL or requests legislation
to create the special plate. The sponsoring organization seeking to sponsor the special plate
is required to reimburse DOL for the costs of establishing the new special plate.

For special license plates that are enacted by the Legislature, a sponsoring organization must
submit prepayment of all start-up costs to DOL within 30 days of enactment. If the
sponsoring organization is not able to meet the prepayment requirement, revenues generated
from the sale of the special license plate are first used to pay off any costs associated with
establishing the new plate. The sponsoring organization must also provide a proposed
license plate design to DOL. Additionally, the sponsoring organization must submit an
annual financial report to DOL detailing actual revenues generated from the sale of the
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special license plate. The reports are reviewed, approved, and presented to the Joint
Transportation Committee.

DOL collects special license plate fees, and for administrative expenses, deducts an amount
not to exceed $12 for new plate issuance and $2 for renewal. After these expenses are paid,
the state treasurer deposits the proceeds into the Motor Vehicle Account untili DOL
determines the start-up costs for a special license plate are paid. After that point, all
remaining proceeds go to the sponsoring organization.

In 1995, special baseball stadium license plates were authorized with the revenue dedicated
to baseball stadium bond retirement. The bonds from the stadium were paid off in 2011. The
net proceeds from the special baseball stadium license plates are currently deposited in the
state general fund.

Summary of Bill: The authorization for a special baseball stadium license is removed. A
Seattle Mariners logo themed special license plate is created. The net proceeds from the
special Seattle Mariners special license plate will be distributed to InvestED to encourage
secondary students who have economic needs to stay in school, return to school, or get
involved within their learning community.

Effective Date: The bill takes effect on January 1, 2019.

Staff Summary of Public Testimony: PRO: This change will update the special license
plate with the new team logo. Now that the stadium bonds are paid off, this will allow the
public to support the team, but also contribute to important education programs. The
Seahawks special license revenues support the same organization as proposed in this

legislation.
