WHEREAS, Dr. King began and inspired a social justice movement4
alongside his wife Coretta Scott King and his four children; and5

WHEREAS, He dedicated his life's work to gain civil and economic6
rights for all, with his selfless work reminding us that, "Life's7
most persistent and urgent question is, 'What are you doing for8
others?'"; and9

WHEREAS, We should be reminded, that even when Dr. King received10
a 'C' in his public speaking class he did not let that singular11
rating determine his ability to inspire one person, let alone a12
nation, saying, "No person has the right to rain on your dreams"; and13

WHEREAS, Forty-four years ago, he marched on Washington D.C.14
sharing his dream that "one day little black boys and girls will be15
holding hands with little white boys and girls"; and16

WHEREAS, We remember his Letter to Birmingham, which includes the17
words, "Nonviolent direct action seeks to create such a crisis and18
establish such creative tension that a community that has19
consistently refused to negotiate is forced to confront the issue";20
