NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  (1) The transportation budget of the state12
is hereby adopted and, subject to the provisions set forth, the13
several amounts specified, or as much thereof as may be necessary to14
accomplish the purposes designated, are hereby appropriated from the15
several accounts and funds named to the designated state agencies and16
offices for employee compensation and other expenses, for capital17
projects, and for other specified purposes, including the payment of18
any final judgments arising out of such activities, for the period19
ending June 30, 2019.20

(i) Evaluate the current and projected future capacity of the air24
cargo system;25

(1) $23,810,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation26
is provided solely for business and technology modernization. The27
department and the state chief information officer or his or her28
designee must provide a joint project status report to the29
transportation committees of the legislature on at least a calendar30
quarter basis. The report must include, but is not limited to:31
Detailed information about the planned and actual scope, schedule,32
and budget; status of key vendor and other project deliverables; and33
a description of significant changes to planned deliverables or34
system functions over the life of the project. Project staff will35
periodically brief the committees or the committees' staff on system36
security and data protection measures.37

(3) $4,471,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation11
is provided solely for costs necessary to accommodate increased12
demand for enhanced drivers' licenses and enhanced identicards. The13
office of financial management shall place the entire amount provided14
in this subsection in unallotted status. The office of financial15
management may release portions of the funds when it determines that16
average wait times have increased by more than two minutes based on17
wait time and volume data provided by the department compared to18
average wait times and volume during the month of December 2016. The19
department and the office of financial management shall evaluate the20
use of these funds on a monthly basis and periodically report to the21
transportation committees of the legislature on average wait times22
and volume data for enhanced drivers' licenses and enhanced23
identicards.24

The34
goal of the pilot program is to realize substantial savings on35
printing and postage costs. The pilot program must include customers36
who performed their last renewal online and still receive a paper37
renewal notice.

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(6)(a) Within existing funds, the department, in consultation1
with the department of ecology, shall convene a work group comprised2
of registered tow truck operators, hulk haulers, representatives from3
county solid waste facilities, and the recycling community to develop4
a sustainable plan for the collection and disposal of abandoned5
recreational vehicles.6

(1) $1,300,000 of the Tacoma Narrows toll bridge account—state31
appropriation and $9,048,000 of the state route number 520 corridor32
account—state appropriation are provided solely for the purposes of33
addressing unforeseen operations and maintenance costs on the Tacoma34
Narrows bridge and the state route number 520 bridge, respectively.35
The office of financial management shall place the amounts provided36
in this section, which represent a portion of the required minimum37
fund balance under the policy of the state treasurer, in unallotted38
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status. The office may release the funds only when it determines that1
all other funds designated for operations and maintenance purposes2
have been exhausted.3

(2) The department shall make detailed quarterly expenditure4
reports available to the Washington state transportation commission5
and to the public on the department's web site using current6
department resources. The reports must include a summary of toll7
revenue by facility on all operating toll facilities and high8
occupancy toll lane systems, and an itemized depiction of the use of9
that revenue.10

to the travel times and travel time reliability prior to30
implementation of the express toll lanes;31

(c) Total express toll lane and total general purpose lane32
traffic volumes, as well as per lane traffic volumes for each type of33
lane (i) compared to total express toll lane and total general34
purpose lane traffic volumes, as well as per lane traffic volumes for35
each type of lane, on this segment of Interstate 405 prior to36
implementation of the express toll lanes and (ii) compared to total37
express toll lane and total general purpose lane traffic volumes, as38
well as per lane traffic volumes for each type of lane, from month to39
month since implementation of the express toll lanes; and40
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(d) Underlying congestion measurements, that is, speeds, that are1
being used to generate the summary graphs provided, to be made2
available in a digital file format.3

(4) $666,000 of the high occupancy toll lanes operations account—4
state appropriation, $11,527,000 of the state route number 5205
corridor account—state appropriation, $4,955,000 of the Tacoma6
Narrows toll bridge account—state appropriation, $4,286,000 of the7

appropriation, and $6,506,000 of the Alaskan Way viaduct replacement9
project account—state appropriation are provided solely for the10
department to implement a new tolling customer service toll11
collection system, and are subject to the conditions, limitations,12
and review provided in section 701 of this act.13

account—state appropriation, $2,192,000 of the Tacoma Narrows toll38
bridge account—state appropriation, and $1,191,000 of the Interstate39

provided solely for expenditures related to the toll adjudication2
process.3

(7) $3,100,000 of the Interstate 405 express toll lanes4
operations account—state appropriation, $1,498,000 of the state route5
number 520 corridor account—state appropriation, and $1,802,000 of6
the high occupancy toll lanes operations account—state appropriation7
are provided solely for the operation and maintenance of roadside8
toll collection systems.9

(d) Projected costs and schedule for individual projects that are31
funded at a programmatic level for projects relating to bridge rail,32
guard rail, fish passage barrier removal, roadside safety projects,33
and seismic bridges. Projects within this programmatic level funding34
must be completed on a priority basis and scoped to be completed35
within the current programmatic budget;36

(e) Highway projects that may be reduced in scope and still37
achieve a functional benefit;38
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(f) Highway projects that have experienced scope increases and1
that can be reduced in scope;2

(g) Highway projects that have lost significant local or regional3
contributions that were essential to completing the project; and4

(h) Contingency amounts for all projects consistent with the5
structure of the most recently enacted budget.6

(2) For completed projects, the report must:7
(a) Compare the costs and operationally complete date for8

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 605.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION30
(1) As part of its 2018 supplemental budget submittal, the31

department shall provide a report to the legislature and the office32
of financial management that:33

(a) Identifies, by capital project, the amount of state funding34
that has been reappropriated from the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium into35
the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium; and36
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(b) Identifies, for each project, the amount of cost savings or1
increases in funding that have been identified as compared to the2
2015 enacted omnibus transportation appropriations act.3

(2) As part of the agency request for capital programs, the4
department shall load reappropriations separately from funds that5
were assumed to be required for the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium into6
budgeting systems.7

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 606.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION—WEB8
SITE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS9

(1) The department of transportation shall post on its web site10
every report that is due from the department to the legislature11
during the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium on one web page. The department12
must post both completed reports and planned reports on a single web13
page.14

(2) The department shall provide a web link for each change order15
that is more than five hundred thousand dollars on the affected16
project web page.17

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 607.  (1) By November 15, 2017, and annually18
thereafter, the department of transportation must report on amounts19
expended to benefit transit, bicycle, or pedestrian elements within20
all connecting Washington projects in programs I, P, and Z identified21
in LEAP Transportation Document 2017-2 ALL PROJECTS as developed22
April 5, 2017. The report must address each modal category separately23
and identify if eighteenth amendment protected funds have been used24
and, if not, the source of funding.25

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 701.  INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY PROJECTS2
(1) All appropriations for designated information technology3

projects in this act must be placed in unallotted status and must not4
be expended before the office of the chief information officer5
certifies that the project complies with state information technology6
and security policy and strategies. At a minimum, the office of the7
chief information officer must certify, if the chief information8
officer deems appropriate, that the project meets critical project9
success factors, aligns with statewide technology strategy and10
architecture, reuses existing technology services and solutions,11
minimizes custom development, complies with security and other policy12
requirements, and uses modularized, component-based architectures.13
The office of the chief information officer must evaluate the project14
at the appropriate stages. The office of the chief information15
officer must notify the office of financial management and the16
legislative fiscal committees each time it certifies a project is17
ready to proceed with the next stage. Appropriations may then be18
allotted for that certified phase only.19

(2) The chief information officer may suspend or terminate a20
project at any time if the chief information officer determines that21
the project is not meeting or not expected to meet anticipated22
performance and technology outcomes. Once suspension or termination23
occurs, the agency shall not make additional expenditures on the24
project without approval of the chief information officer.25

The following projects are subject to the conditions,26
limitations, and review provided in this section:27
Department of Transportation – Labor System Replacement,28
Department of Transportation – New CSC System & Operator, and29
Department of Transportation - New Ferry Division Dispatch System.30

(3) The office of the chief information officer, in consultation31
with the office of financial management, may identify additional32
projects to be subject to this section other than those listed in33
subsection (2) of this section, including projects that are not34
separately identified within an agency budget.35

Sec. 702.  RCW 43.19.642 and 2016 c 197 s 2 are each amended to36
read as follows:37
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(1) Effective June 1, 2006, for agencies complying with the1
ultra-low sulfur diesel mandate of the United States environmental2
protection agency for on-highway diesel fuel, agencies shall use3
biodiesel as an additive to ultra-low sulfur diesel for lubricity,4
provided that the use of a lubricity additive is warranted and that5
the use of biodiesel is comparable in performance and cost with other6
available lubricity additives. The amount of biodiesel added to the7
ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel shall be not less than two percent.8

(2) Except as provided in subsection (5) of this section,9
effective June 1, 2009, state agencies are required to use a minimum10
of twenty percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel11
purchases made by the agencies for the operation of the agencies'12
diesel-powered vessels, vehicles, and construction equipment.13

(3) All state agencies using biodiesel fuel shall, beginning on14

(SB 5037) s 5 are each32
amended to read as follows:33

(1)(a) In addition to penalties set forth in RCW 46.61.505134
through 46.61.5053 until September 1, 1995, and RCW 46.61.505535
thereafter, a two hundred fifty dollar fee shall be assessed to a36
person who is either convicted, sentenced to a lesser charge, or37
given deferred prosecution, as a result of an arrest for violating38
RCW 46.61.502, 46.61.504, 46.61.520, or 46.61.522. This fee is for39
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the purpose of funding the Washington state toxicology laboratory and1
the Washington state patrol for grants and activities to increase the2
conviction rate and decrease the incidence of persons driving under3
the influence of alcohol or drugs.4

(b) Upon a verified petition by the person assessed the fee, the5
court may suspend payment of all or part of the fee if it finds that6
the person does not have the ability to pay.7

(2) The fee assessed under subsection (1) of this section shall8
be collected by the clerk of the court and, subject to subsection (5)9
of this section, one hundred seventy-five dollars of the fee must be10
distributed as follows:11

(a) Forty percent shall be subject to distribution under RCW12
3.46.120, 3.50.100, 35.20.220, 3.62.020, 3.62.040, or 10.82.070.13

(b) The remainder of the fee shall be forwarded to the state14
treasurer who shall, through June 30, 1997, deposit: Fifty percent in15
the death investigations' account to be used solely for funding the16
state toxicology laboratory blood or breath testing programs; and17
fifty percent in the state patrol highway account to be used solely18
for funding activities to increase the conviction rate and decrease19
the incidence of persons driving under the influence of alcohol or20
drugs. Effective July 1, 1997, the remainder of the fee shall be21
forwarded to the state treasurer who shall deposit: Fifteen percent22
in the death investigations' account to be used solely for funding23
the state toxicology laboratory blood or breath testing programs; and24
eighty-five percent in the state patrol highway account to be used25
solely for funding activities to increase the conviction rate and26
decrease the incidence of persons driving under the influence of27
alcohol or drugs.28

Sec. 705.  RCW 46.68.060 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 43 s 602 are each6
amended to read as follows:7

There is hereby created in the state treasury a fund to be known8
as the highway safety fund to the credit of which must be deposited9
all moneys directed by law to be deposited therein. This fund must be10
used for carrying out the provisions of law relating to driver11
licensing, driver improvement, financial responsibility, cost of12
furnishing abstracts of driving records and maintaining such case13
records, and to carry out the purposes set forth in RCW 43.59.010,14
and chapters 46.72 and 46.72A RCW.

(3) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the legislature may5
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the6
transportation 2003 account (nickel account) to the connecting7
Washington account.8

(4) The "nickel account" means the transportation 2003 account.9

Sec. 707.  RCW 46.68.290 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 43 s 604 are each10
amended to read as follows:11

(1) The transportation partnership account is hereby created in12
((the state treasury)) the motor vehicle fund. All distributions to13
the account from RCW 46.68.090 must be deposited into the account.14
Money in the account may be spent only after appropriation.15
Expenditures from the account must be used only for projects or16
improvements identified as 2005 transportation partnership projects17
or improvements in the omnibus transportation appropriations act,18
including any principal and interest on bonds authorized for the19
projects or improvements.20

(2) The legislature finds that:21
(a) Citizens demand and deserve accountability of transportation-22

related programs and expenditures. Transportation-related programs23
must continuously improve in quality, efficiency, and effectiveness24
in order to increase public trust;25

(b) Transportation-related agencies that receive tax dollars must26
continuously improve the way they operate and deliver services so27
citizens receive maximum value for their tax dollars; and28

(c) Fair, independent, comprehensive performance audits of29
transportation-related agencies overseen by the elected state auditor30
are essential to improving the efficiency, economy, and effectiveness31
of the state's transportation system.32

(3) For purposes of chapter 314, Laws of 2005:33
(a) "Performance audit" means an objective and systematic34

assessment of a state agency or agencies or any of their programs,35
functions, or activities by the state auditor or designee in order to36
help improve agency efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability.37
Performance audits include economy and efficiency audits and program38
audits.39
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(b) "Transportation-related agency" means any state agency,1
board, or commission that receives funding primarily for2
transportation-related purposes. At a minimum, the department of3
transportation, the transportation improvement board or its successor4
entity, the county road administration board or its successor entity,5
and the traffic safety commission are considered transportation-6
related agencies. The Washington state patrol and the department of7
licensing shall not be considered transportation-related agencies8
under chapter 314, Laws of 2005.9

(4) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,10
the state auditor shall establish criteria and protocols for11
performance audits. Transportation-related agencies shall be audited12
using criteria that include generally accepted government auditing13
standards as well as legislative mandates and performance objectives14
established by state agencies. Mandates include, but are not limited15
to, agency strategies, timelines, program objectives, and mission and16
goals as required in RCW 43.88.090.17

(5) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,18
the state auditor may conduct performance audits for transportation-19
related agencies. The state auditor shall contract with private firms20
to conduct the performance audits.21

(6) The audits may include:22
(a) Identification of programs and services that can be23

eliminated, reduced, consolidated, or enhanced;24
(b) Identification of funding sources to the transportation-25

related agency, to programs, and to services that can be eliminated,26
reduced, consolidated, or enhanced;27

(c) Analysis of gaps and overlaps in programs and services and28
recommendations for improving, dropping, blending, or separating29
functions to correct gaps or overlaps;30

(d) Analysis and recommendations for pooling information31
technology systems used within the transportation-related agency, and32
evaluation of information processing and telecommunications policy,33
organization, and management;34

(e) Analysis of the roles and functions of the transportation-35
related agency, its programs, and its services and their compliance36
with statutory authority and recommendations for eliminating or37
changing those roles and functions and ensuring compliance with38
statutory authority;39
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(f) Recommendations for eliminating or changing statutes, rules,1
and policy directives as may be necessary to ensure that the2
transportation-related agency carry out reasonably and properly those3
functions vested in the agency by statute;4

(g) Verification of the reliability and validity of5
transportation-related agency performance data, self-assessments, and6
performance measurement systems as required under RCW 43.88.090;7

(h) Identification of potential cost savings in the8
transportation-related agency, its programs, and its services;9

(i) Identification and recognition of best practices;10
(j) Evaluation of planning, budgeting, and program evaluation11

policies and practices;12
(k) Evaluation of personnel systems operation and management;13
(l) Evaluation of purchasing operations and management policies14

and practices;15
(m) Evaluation of organizational structure and staffing levels,16

particularly in terms of the ratio of managers and supervisors to17
nonmanagement personnel; and18

(n) Evaluation of transportation-related project costs, including19
but not limited to environmental mitigation, competitive bidding20
practices, permitting processes, and capital project management.21

(7) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,22
the state auditor must provide the preliminary performance audit23
reports to the audited state agency for comment. The auditor also may24
seek input on the preliminary report from other appropriate25
officials. Comments must be received within thirty days after receipt26
of the preliminary performance audit report unless a different time27
period is approved by the state auditor. The final performance audit28
report shall include the objectives, scope, and methodology; the29
audit results, including findings and recommendations; the agency's30
response and conclusions; and identification of best practices.31

(8) The state auditor shall provide final performance audit32
reports to the citizens of Washington, the governor, the joint33
legislative audit and review committee, the appropriate legislative34
committees, and other appropriate officials. Final performance audit35
reports shall be posted on the internet.36

(9) The audited transportation-related agency is responsible for37
follow-up and corrective action on all performance audit findings and38
recommendations. The audited agency's plan for addressing each audit39
finding and recommendation shall be included in the final audit40
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report. The plan shall provide the name of the contact person1
responsible for each action, the action planned, and the anticipated2
completion date. If the audited agency does not agree with the audit3
findings and recommendations or believes action is not required, then4
the action plan shall include an explanation and specific reasons.5

The office of financial management shall require periodic6
progress reports from the audited agency until all resolution has7
occurred. The office of financial management is responsible for8
achieving audit resolution. The office of financial management shall9
annually report by December 31st the status of performance audit10
resolution to the appropriate legislative committees and the state11
auditor.

(1) The rural mobility grant program account is created in the30
state treasury. Moneys in the account may be spent only after31
appropriation. Expenditures from the account may be used only for the32
grants provided under RCW 47.66.100.33

(2) Beginning September 2011, by the last day of September,34
December, March, and June of each year, the state treasurer shall35
transfer from the multimodal transportation account to the rural36
mobility grant program account two million five hundred thousand37
dollars.38
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(3) During the 2013-2015 and 2015-2017 fiscal biennia, the1
legislature may transfer from the rural mobility grant program2
account to the multimodal transportation account such amounts as3
reflect the excess fund balance of the rural mobility grant program4
account.5

The license plate technology account is created in the state12
treasury. All receipts collected under RCW 46.17.015 must be13
deposited into this account. Expenditures from this account must14
support current and future license plate technology and systems15
integration upgrades for both the department and correctional16
industries. Moneys in the account may be spent only after17
appropriation. Additionally, the moneys in this account may be used18
to reimburse the motor vehicle account for any appropriation made to19
implement the digital license plate system. ((During the 2011-201320
and 2013-2015 fiscal biennia, the legislature may transfer from the21
license plate technology account to the highway safety account [fund]22
such amounts as reflect the excess fund balance of the license plate23
technology account.)) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the24
legislature may direct the state treasurer to make transfers of25
moneys in the license plate technology account to the highway safety26
fund.27

Sec. 710.  RCW 47.29.170 and 2015 1st sp.s. c 10 s 704 are each28
amended to read as follows:29

Before accepting any unsolicited project proposals, the30
commission must adopt rules to facilitate the acceptance, review,31
evaluation, and selection of unsolicited project proposals. These32
rules must include the following:33

(1) Provisions that specify unsolicited proposals must meet34
predetermined criteria;35

(2) Provisions governing procedures for the cessation of36
negotiations and consideration;37
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(3) Provisions outlining that unsolicited proposals are subject1
to a two-step process that begins with concept proposals and would2
only advance to the second step, which are fully detailed proposals,3
if the commission so directed;4

(4) Provisions that require concept proposals to include at least5
the following information: Proposers' qualifications and experience;6
description of the proposed project and impact; proposed project7
financing; and known public benefits and opposition; and8

(5) Provisions that specify the process to be followed if the9
commission is interested in the concept proposal, which must include10
provisions:11

(a) Requiring that information regarding the potential project12
would be published for a period of not less than thirty days, during13
which time entities could express interest in submitting a proposal;14

(b) Specifying that if letters of interest were received during15
the thirty days, then an additional sixty days for submission of the16
fully detailed proposal would be allowed; and17

(c) Procedures for what will happen if there are insufficient18
proposals submitted or if there are no letters of interest submitted19
in the appropriate time frame.20

The commission may adopt other rules as necessary to avoid21
conflicts with existing laws, statutes, or contractual obligations of22
the state.23

The commission may not accept or consider any unsolicited24
proposals before July 1, ((2017)) 2018.25

Sec. 711.  RCW 47.56.403 and 2015 1st sp.s. c 10 s 705 are each26
amended to read as follows:27

(1) The department may provide for the establishment,28
construction, and operation of a pilot project of high occupancy toll29
lanes on state route 167 high occupancy vehicle lanes within King30
county. The department may issue, buy, and redeem bonds, and deposit31
and expend them; secure and remit financial and other assistance in32
the construction of high occupancy toll lanes, carry insurance, and33
handle any other matters pertaining to the high occupancy toll lane34
pilot project.35

(2) Tolls for high occupancy toll lanes will be established as36
follows:37

p. 74 ESB 5096



(a) The schedule of toll charges for high occupancy toll lanes1
must be established by the transportation commission and collected in2
a manner determined by the commission.3

(b) Toll charges shall not be assessed on transit buses and4
vanpool vehicles owned or operated by any public agency.5

(c) The department shall establish performance standards for the6
state route 167 high occupancy toll lane pilot project. The7
department must automatically adjust the toll charge, using dynamic8
tolling, to ensure that toll-paying single-occupant vehicle users are9
only permitted to enter the lane to the extent that average vehicle10
speeds in the lane remain above forty-five miles per hour at least11
ninety percent of the time during peak hours. The toll charge may12
vary in amount by time of day, level of traffic congestion within the13
highway facility, vehicle occupancy, or other criteria, as the14
commission may deem appropriate. The commission may also vary toll15
charges for single-occupant inherently low-emission vehicles such as16
those powered by electric batteries, natural gas, propane, or other17
clean burning fuels.18

(d) The commission shall periodically review the toll charges to19
determine if the toll charges are effectively maintaining travel20
time, speed, and reliability on the highway facilities.21

(3) The department shall monitor the state route 167 high22
occupancy toll lane pilot project and shall annually report to the23
transportation commission and the legislature on operations and24
findings. At a minimum, the department shall provide facility use25
data and review the impacts on:26

(a) Freeway efficiency and safety;27
(b) Effectiveness for transit;28
(c) Person and vehicle movements by mode;29
(d) Ability to finance improvements and transportation services30

MISCELLANEOUS 2015-2017 FISCAL BIENNIUM1

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1201.  A new section is added to 2016 c 142
(uncodified) to read as follows:3

The appropriations to the department of transportation in chapter4
14, Laws of 2016 and this act must be expended for the programs and5
in the amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, 2017,6
unless specifically prohibited, the department may transfer state7
appropriations for the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium among operating8
programs after approval by the director of the office of financial9
management. However, the department shall not transfer state moneys10
that are provided solely for a specific purpose. The department shall11
not transfer funds, and the director of the office of financial12
management shall not approve the transfer, unless the transfer is13
consistent with the objective of conserving, to the maximum extent14
possible, the expenditure of state funds and not federal funds. The15
director of the office of financial management shall notify the16
appropriate transportation committees of the legislature before17
approving any allotment modifications or transfers under this18
section. The written notification must include a narrative19
explanation and justification of the changes, along with expenditures20
and allotments by program and appropriation, both before and after21
any allotment modifications or transfers.22

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1301.  If any provision of this act or its24
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the25
remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other26
persons or circumstances is not affected.27

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1302.  Except for sections 703 and 704 of this28
act, this act is necessary for the immediate preservation of the29
public peace, health, or safety, or support of the state government30
and its existing public institutions, and takes effect immediately.31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1303.  Section 703 of this act takes effect if32
chapter . . .
