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WHEREAS, Gina Grant Bull gave herself wholeheartedly to1
mentorship and achieved impressive results, yet she maintained a2
humble attitude towards it all, brushing off her work as3

WHEREAS, Gina Grant Bull knew the name of every page on5
campus and made strong connections with many; and6

WHEREAS, Upon landing her dream job, Gina Grant Bull7
formulated a detailed plan to strengthen the page program, her8
goal being to empower students from all walks of life to realize9

WHEREAS, Gina Grant Bull envisioned a page program with12
youth from all backgrounds, advocated for a scholarship fund to13
