"NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  The legislature finds that industry fees3
for the Washington state department of agriculture's livestock4
identification program have not been increased since 2006 and that a5
department of agriculture agency request bill that would have6
improved the program's fee structure failed to pass in the 20177
legislative session. The legislature further finds that the livestock8
identification program ended fiscal year 2018 with a deficit of9
nearly one-half million dollars and currently has a deficit of more10
than one-half million dollars projected through the end of fiscal11
year 2019, and that such deficits are untenable because they12
ultimately must be covered by and come at the expense of other13
department programs and priorities and agricultural sectors.14
Therefore, the legislature intends to terminate some of the livestock15
identification program's brand inspection activities unless and until16
legislation is enacted with fees that fully recover the department's17
costs to operate the program. To ensure that animal disease18
traceability is not adversely affected, the legislature further19
intends to enhance the electronic cattle transaction reporting system20
to capture in-state cattle movement information.21

EFFECT: Retains provisions of the underlying bill with the
following changes:

Adds language expressing legislative intent to terminate some,
instead of all, of the Department of Agriculture's (Department)
livestock identification program activities; ensure that animal
disease traceability is not adversely affected; and enhance the
electronic cattle transaction reporting system (ECTR) to track in-
state cattle movement.

Reinstates the Director of the Department's (Director) authority
to license feedlots.

Reinstates definitions and authorities for the Department to
issue individual identification certificates.
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Clarifies that the Director may enter into agreements with
veterinarians or other qualified individuals to conduct livestock
inspections and impound certain livestock offered for sale but not
accompanied by proof of ownership. Such individuals are not
considered employees of the Department. The Department may adopt fees
to cover costs associated with records management and administrative
oversight in addition to costs associated with certification.

Requires the Department to allow the use of credit or debit cards
to pay fees.

Provides that the applicable county sheriff, rather than brand
inspector, may direct unclaimed impounded livestock to be sold at
public sale.

Makes additional changes to align with the removal of the
Department's livestock inspection fee-setting authority and the
expansion of the ECTR system.
