(((6))) (3) "Bearer" means a person with a right to receive28
consumer goods and services under the terms of a gift certificate,29
without regard to any fee, expiration date, or dormancy or inactivity30
charge.31
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(((7))) (4) "Issue" means to sell or otherwise provide a gift1
certificate to any person, and includes reloading or adding value to2
an existing gift certificate.3

Sec. 2.  RCW 19.240.020 and 2004 c 168 s 3 are each amended to7
read as follows:8

(1) Except as provided in RCW 19.240.030 ((through 19.240.070)),9
it is unlawful for any person or entity to issue, or to enforce10
against a bearer, a gift certificate that contains:11

(a) An expiration date;12
(b) Any fee, including a service fee; or13
(c) A dormancy or inactivity charge.14
(2) If a gift certificate is issued with the sale of tangible15

personal property or services, the gift certificate is subject to16
subsection (1) of this section.17

(3) If a purchase is made with a gift certificate for an amount18
that is less than the value of the gift certificate, the issuer must19
make the remaining value available to the bearer in cash or as a gift20
certificate at the option of the issuer. If after the purchase the21
remaining value of the gift certificate is less than five dollars,22
the gift certificate must be redeemable in cash for its remaining23
value on demand of the bearer. A gift certificate is valid until24
redeemed or replaced.25

(4) This section does not require, unless otherwise required by26
law, the issuer of a gift certificate to replace a lost or stolen27
gift certificate.28

(1) It is lawful to issue, and to enforce against the bearer, a31
gift certificate containing an expiration date if:32

(a) The gift certificate is issued pursuant to an awards or33
loyalty program ((or in other instances where no money or other thing34
of value is given in exchange)) for the gift certificate.35

(b) The gift certificate is donated to a charitable organization36
without any money or other thing of value being given in exchange for37
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the gift certificate if the gift certificate is used by a charitable1
organization solely to provide charitable services.2

(2) The expiration date must be disclosed clearly and legibly on3
any gift certificate described in subsection (1) of this section.4

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On page 1, line of the title, after "cards;" strike the remainder16
of the title and insert "amending RCW 19.240.010, 19.240.020, and17
19.240,030; repealing RCW 19.240.040, 19.240.050, 19.240.060, and18
19.240.070; and providing an effective date."19

EFFECT: Retains section of law concerning circumstances under
which expiration dates are allowed. The section is amended to remove
language that allows expiration dates in instances where no money or
other thing of value is given in exchange.
