EFFECT: Requires an employee's authorization for the deduction of
union dues to be in writing, be dated and signed, clearly and
specifically acknowledge and waive the employee's constitutional
right to not pay any union dues or fees, and be given freely and
affirmatively without coercion. Requires that an employer cease
deducting union dues within thirty days after receiving a revocation
from an employee. Requires employers to maintain all copies of an
employee's dues deduction authorizations and cancellations for at
least three years after the employee has ceased being employed in the
bargaining unit.
