WHEREAS, Regina Clark was killed in combat on June 23, 2005, when12
a suicide car bomber and gunmen ambushed the convoy; and13

WHEREAS, Regina Clark lived and worked in Lewis county; and14
WHEREAS, She was a single mother, avid softball player, and a15

loved and respected member of the community;16
NOW, THEREFORE, Your Memorialists respectfully pray that the17

Washington State Transportation Commission commence proceedings to18
designate the bridge over the Skookumchuck river on state route19
number 507 between milepost 4 and milepost 5 as the Regina Clark20
memorial bridge to honor her service and for being the first Lewis21
county resident to be killed in Iraq.22
