WHEREAS, The National Teacher of the Year demonstrates leadership12
and innovation in and outside the classroom walls that embodies13
lifelong learning; and14

WHEREAS, The National Teacher of the Year demonstrates the best15
traditions of the teaching profession in the United States,16
representing their profession in both national and international17
forums and events; and18

WHEREAS, The National Teacher of the Year responds to and19
fulfills Teacher of the Year speaking and advocacy requests at more20
than one hundred fifty events annually; and21

WHEREAS, The honor of being named The United States National22
Teacher of the Year is representative of teaching excellence in23
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Washington state schools, and the dedication of the teachers,1
administrators, and families to student success in learning across2
the nation;3

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives4
demonstrate its deep respect and appreciation for the 2018 National5
Teacher of the Year Mandy Manning of Spokane School District 81, for6
her nineteen years of teaching excellence and broader service to7
society as both a Peace Corps volunteer and an international school8
instructor, teaching English at Joel E. Ferris High School to new9
