WHEREAS, This is a time to reflect on our successes and17
challenges from the past, to learn from those experiences, and create18
new goals and objectives for the coming year; and19

WHEREAS, We commend this Lunar New Year tradition of familial20
reunion and hope to reflect these practices as a unified legislative21

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WHEREAS, In observation of this Lunar New Year, the Vietnamese1
zodiac is the pig. This animal sign is characterized by honesty,2
sincerity, and hard work. May it inspire our chamber to emulate these3
