
HB 1329 - DIGEST

Requires the office of public guardianship to contract 
with public or private entities or individuals to provide: 
(1) Supported decision-making services, for a fee, to people 
at least eighteen years old when there is no one else 
qualified who is willing and able to serve; and

(2) Estate administration services, for a fee, to 
decedents who are at least eighteen years old, in 
circumstances where a service provider under contract with 
the office is granted letters of administration.

Changes the name of the public guardianship program to 
the public guardianship, supported decision-making 
assistance, and estate administration program.
