HB 1541 - DIGEST

Specifies that a person is guilty of unlawful possession
of a firearm in the second degree, if he or she does not
qualify for unlawful possession of a firearm in the first
degree and he or she owns, possesses, or controls a firearm,
after having previously been convicted, or found not guilty
by reason of insanity, of the following: (1) Unlawful aiming
or discharge of a firearm or dangerous weapon; and

(2) Animal cruelty in the second degree.
