(1) Any person who receives a notice of traffic infraction shall 32
respond to such notice as provided in this section within ((fifteen)) 33
30 days of the date of the notice.34

(2) If the person determined to have committed the infraction 35
does not contest the determination the person shall respond by 36
completing the appropriate portion of the notice of infraction and 37
submitting it, either by mail or in person, to the court specified on 38
the notice.

(ii) Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section, if the 19
suspension is the result of a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or 20
46.61.504, or is the result of administrative action under RCW 21
46.20.308, the reissue fee shall be one hundred seventy dollars.22

(2)(a) Any person whose license or privilege to drive a motor 23
vehicle on the public highways has been revoked, unless the 24
revocation was for a cause which has been removed, is not entitled to 25
have the license or privilege renewed or restored until: (i) After 26
the expiration of one year from the date the license or privilege to 27
drive was revoked; (ii) after the expiration of the applicable 28

or privilege to drive until enrollment and participation in an 4
approved program has been established and the person is otherwise 5
qualified. If the suspension is the result of a violation of RCW 6
46.61.502(6) or 46.61.504(6), the department shall determine the 7
person's eligibility for licensing based upon the reports provided by 8
the substance use disorder agency required under RCW 46.61.524 and 9
shall deny reinstatement until satisfactory progress in an approved 10
program has been established and the person is otherwise qualified. 11
If the revocation is the result of a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or 12
46.61.504, and the person is required pursuant to RCW 46.20.720 to 13
drive only a motor vehicle equipped with a functioning ignition 14
interlock or other biological or technical device, the department 15
shall determine the person's eligibility for licensing based upon 16
written verification by a company doing business in the state that it 17
has installed the required device on a vehicle owned or operated by 18
the person applying for a new license. The department may waive the 19
requirement for written verification under this subsection if it 20
determines to its satisfaction that a device previously verified as 21
having been installed on a vehicle owned or operated by the person is 22
still installed and functioning or as permitted by RCW 46.20.720(8).

(1) It is unlawful for any person to drive a motor vehicle in 26
this state while that person is in a suspended or revoked status or 27
when his or her privilege to drive is suspended or revoked in this or 28
any other state. Any person who has a valid Washington driver's 29
license is not guilty of a violation of this section.30

(a) A person found to be a habitual offender under chapter 46.65 31

reenacting and amending RCW 46.63.110 and 2.68.040; adding a new 8
section to chapter 46.63 RCW; adding new sections to chapter 46.20 9
RCW; adding a new section to chapter 46.68 RCW; prescribing 10
penalties; and providing an effective date."11

EFFECT: Authorizes the suspension of a person's driver's license 
or driving privileges if the person has failed to respond to a notice 
of traffic infraction for a moving violation or failed to appear at a 
requested hearing for a moving violation. Removes the requirement 
that the court enter into a payment plan with a person who has failed 
to pay a monetary obligation associated with a traffic infraction if 
the court has previously entered into a payment plan with the person 
for the same monetary obligation. Clarifies that multiple traffic 
infractions issued during or as the result of a single traffic stop 
constitute a single occasion for determining the number of 
infractions a person has committed.  Removes the requirement that the 
Department of Licensing make efforts to personally notify individuals 
who may qualify for reinstatement but retains the requirement that 
DOL publicize the availability of relief.
