On page 9, line 38, after "WAC" insert "and the department shall 17
repeal chapter 173-442 WAC"18

EFFECT: (1) Specifies that no state agency may adopt or enforce a 
program that regulates greenhouse gas emissions from a stationary 
source except as provided under the Climate Commitment Act or 
required to implement federal law. Specifies that this provision may 
not be construed to affect other state statutes as they existed on 
the effective date of this section. Directs the Department of 
Ecology, by December 1, 2022, to report to the Legislature on whether 
other state programs that regulate greenhouse gas emissions from 
stationary sources are also covered under the Climate Commitment Act.

(2) Directs the Department of Ecology to repeal the Clean Air 
Rule.
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
