Background: Unauthorized vehicles may be impounded by a registered tow truck operator
at the direction of alaw enforcement officer or other public official with jurisdiction if the
vehicle is on public property, or at the direction of the property owner or an agent if it ison
private property. A vehicle is deemed unauthorized if it is left unattended in certain public
or private locations for specified periods of time.
