
AN ACT Relating to additive transportation funding and 1
appropriations; creating new sections; making appropriations; and 2
declaring an emergency.3

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  (1) An additive omnibus transportation 5
budget of the state is hereby adopted and, subject to the provisions 6
set forth, the several amounts specified, or as much thereof as may 7
be necessary to accomplish the purposes designated, are hereby 8
appropriated from the several accounts and funds named to the 9
designated state agencies and offices for employee compensation and 10
other expenses, for capital projects, and for other specified 11
purposes, including the payment of any final judgments arising out of 12
such activities, for the period ending June 30, 2023.13

(2) It is the intent of the legislature that the funding levels 14
specified in LEAP Transportation Document 2021 NL-2 as developed 15
April 8, 2021, represents a commitment to provide appropriations to 16
the agencies, programs, and activities at the amounts identified 17
therein through fiscal year 2037.18

(3) Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the 19
definitions in this subsection apply throughout this act.20
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(a) "Fiscal year 2022" or "FY 2022" means the fiscal year ending 1
June 30, 2022.2

(b) "Fiscal year 2023" or "FY 2023" means the fiscal year ending 3
June 30, 2023.4

(c) "FTE" means full-time equivalent.5
(d) "Lapse" or "revert" means the amount shall return to an 6

unappropriated status.7
(e) "Provided solely" means the specified amount may be spent 8

only for the specified purpose. Unless otherwise specifically 9
authorized in this act, any portion of an amount provided solely for 10
a specified purpose that is not expended subject to the specified 11
conditions and limitations to fulfill the specified purpose shall 12
lapse.13

(f) "Reappropriation" means appropriation and, unless the context 14
clearly provides otherwise, is subject to the relevant conditions and 15
limitations applicable to appropriations.16

(g) "LEAP" means the legislative evaluation and accountability 17
program committee.18

term. The study must include a robust public engagement program; and 33
must assess multimodal transportation system impacts as well as 34
economic, revenue and equity considerations. The outcome of this work 35
will provide a basis for preliminary project planning, design and 36
environmental work.37
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(b) The department shall submit a final report on the Interstate 1
5 planning and environmental linkage study to the joint 2
transportation committee by June 30, 2023.3

(c) As an initial element of the study, the department must 4
identify and prepare an implementation plan for near-term actions to 5
improve HOV lane system-wide performance until a long-term solution 6
is in place, including steps required to convert HOV lanes to a 7
different managed lane operating concept such as express toll lanes. 8
The implementation plan must include the planning, design, 9
environmental review, equity considerations, community engagement, 10
traffic and revenue analysis, rate setting, and related engineering 11
considerations necessary for a full I-5 HOV system conversion. The 12
department shall submit an interim report on a recommended near-term 13
implementation plan to the legislative transportation committees by 14
December 31, 2022.15

Under this program, the 17
Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) will be required to 18
implement strategic transportation investments for the Aurora Ave N 19
Corridor (Roy St. to N 145th St) that ensure walkability, mobility, 20
and safety for residents. A specific focus must be on access 21
management to consolidate driveways and improve safety for vulnerable 22
users. This work must also include installation of full curb and 23
sidewalks to improve safety, mobility, transit ridership, equity, and 24
work towards the goals set forth in Vision Zero. SDOT must ensure the 25
design and implementation of a sidewalk network, installation of 26
raised medians, pedestrian refuge islands, and dedicated center turn 27
lanes that put safety over speed, balances the needs of different 28
modes, provides pedestrian safe zones, and supports the surrounding 29
neighborhoods. SDOT must coordinate with WSDOT and King County Metro 30
in implementing the investments. SDOT must ensure that funds are 31
maximized by limiting the percentage for planning, predesign, design, 32
permitting, and environmental review to ten percent of the total cost 33
of each project.34

under RCW 46.68.090 to cities and counties. Funds credited to cities 37
must be allocated under RCW 46.68.110(4). Funds credited to counties 38
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must be allocated under RCW 46.68.120(4). Expenditures from these 1
funds may be used only for transportation purposes.2

MISCELLANEOUS3

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 501.  If any provision of this act or its 4
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the 5
remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other 6
persons or circumstances is not affected.7

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 502.  This act is necessary for the immediate 8
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of 9
the state government and its existing public institutions, and takes 10
effect immediately.11
