(1) College in the high school is a dual credit program located 19
on a high school campus or in a high school environment in which a 20
high school student is able to earn both high school and college 21
credit by completing college level courses with a passing grade. A 22
college in the high school program must meet the accreditation 23
requirements in RCW 28B.10.035 and the requirements in this section.24

(2) A college in the high school program may include both 25
academic and career and technical education.26

(3) Ninth, 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students, and students who 27
have not yet received a high school diploma or its equivalent and are 28
eligible to be in the ninth, 10th, 11th, or 12th grades, may 29
participate in a college in the high school program.30

(4) A college in the high school program must be governed by a 31
local contract between an institution of higher education and a 32
school district, charter school, or state-tribal compact school, in 33
compliance with the rules adopted by the superintendent of public 34
instruction under this section.

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(b) Grant undergraduate college credit as appropriate and 1
applicable to the student's degree requirements; and2

(c) Provide course equivalencies for college in the high school 3
courses and policy for awarding credit on the institution's website.4

(((9))) (8)(a) A high school that offers a college in the high 5
school program must provide general information about the program to 6
all students in grades eight through 12 and to the parents and 7
guardians of those students.8

(b) A high school that offers a college in the high school 9
program must include the following information about program courses 10
in a notification to parents and guardians of students in grades 11
eight through 12, including by email and in beginning of the year 12
packets, and in the high school catalogue or equivalent:13

(i) There is no fee for students to enroll in a program course 14
((to earn only high school credit. Fees apply for students who choose 15

(((b) An eligible student enrolled in a college in the high 24
school program may receive a scholarship for tuition fees as set 25
forth under RCW 28A.600.287.))26

(5) The Washington dual enrollment scholarship pilot program must 27
apply after the fee waivers for low-income students under RCW 28
28A.600.310 ((and subsidies under RCW 28A.600.290)) are provided for.29
