BANK ACCOUNTS. If the garnishee is a bank or other 3
institution with which you have an account in which you have 4
deposited benefits such as Temporary Assistance for Needy 5
Families, Supplemental Security Income (SSI), Social 6
Security, veterans' benefits, unemployment compensation, or 7
any federally qualified pension, such as a state or federal 8
pension, individual retirement account (IRA), or 401K plan, 9
you may claim the account as fully exempt if you have 10
deposited only such benefit funds in the account.
