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Strike everything after the enacting clause and insert the 1
following:2

"NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  (1) The legislature recognizes that 3
adequate childhood nutrition is indispensable for proper 4
intellectual, academic, and social development. However, many 5
Washington families continue to face economic and other challenges 6
that impact students' ability to consistently access nutritional 7
meals that support their growth and well-being.8

(2) The legislature has acknowledged the widespread but often 9
concealed harms of childhood hunger by enacting legislation in recent 10
years to address this issue. For example, in 2018, the legislature 11
established a breakfast after the bell program in high-needs schools, 12
in 2021, the legislature eliminated lunch copays for qualifying 13
students, and in 2022, the legislature expanded school participation 14
in the federal community eligibility provision, a program that 15
provides no-charge meals for all students at participating schools.16

(3) These efforts and others have significantly increased student 17
access to meals provided without charge, but the problems of food 18
insecurity, with its lasting physiological and psychological harms, 19
remain a reality for too many families, too many schools, and too 20
many children.21

(4) The legislature recognizes also that the myriad difficulties 22
of the COVID-19 pandemic uniquely impacted school districts and food 23
delivery systems. While the challenges of responding to the 24
unprecedented disruptions of a global pandemic continue to 25
reverberate in public schools, school districts, through hard work, 26
federal approvals, and appropriate financial supports, successfully 27
demonstrated their ability to provide meals without charge to all 28
requesting students. However, federal provisions permitting meals to 29
be served at no charge to all students during the school year have 30
expired, so the task of broadly responding to student meal needs has 31
returned to the states.32
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(5) Although childhood hunger persists, the legislature 1
recognizes that the state and school districts have the needed 2
infrastructure and ability to respond to the issue, including the 3
potential to access or leverage federal funds that may become 4
available for school meal programs. The legislature, therefore, 5
intends to continue its multiyear effort to eliminate hunger and food 6
insecurity within public schools by expanding the provision of meals 7
without charge to the state's youngest K-12 students.8

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2.  A new section is added to chapter 28A.235 9
RCW to read as follows:10

(1)(a) In accordance with (b) and (c) of this subsection, 11
beginning with the 2023-24 school year, each school district shall 12
provide breakfast and lunch each school day to any student who 13
requests a breakfast, lunch, or both. The school district must 14
provide the meals at no charge to the student and without 15
consideration of the student's eligibility for a federally reimbursed 16
free or reduced-price meal. Meals provided under this section must be 17
nutritiously adequate and qualify for federal reimbursement under the 18
school lunch program or the school breakfast program, and students 19
are not eligible for more than one meal in a meal service period.20

(b) The requirements in (a) of this subsection apply to public 21
schools in which:22

(i) Educational services are provided to students in any of the 23
grades of kindergarten through four; and24

(ii) 30 percent or more of the enrolled students meet federal 25
eligibility requirements for free or reduced-price lunches.26

(c) The obligation to provide breakfast and lunch to students 27
under this subsection (1):28

(i) Begins in the 2023-24 school year for schools in which 40 29
percent or more of the enrolled students meet federal eligibility 30
requirements for free or reduced-price lunches;31

(ii) Begins in the 2024-25 school year for schools in which the 32
percentage of enrolled students that meet federal eligibility 33
requirements for free or reduced-price lunches is at least 30 percent 34
and less than 40 percent; and35

(iii) Does not apply to schools participating in the United 36
States department of agriculture's community eligibility provision 37
under RCW 28A.235.300 that have not completed the duration of the 38
provision's four-year cycle.39
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(2) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shall 1
reimburse school districts, subject to the requirements of subsection 2
(1) of this section, on a per meal reimbursement basis for meals that 3
are not already reimbursed at the United States department of 4
agriculture's free rate. The additional state reimbursement amount 5
must be the difference between the United States department of 6
agriculture's free rate and the United States department of 7
agriculture's paid rate.8

(3) School districts, in accordance with RCW 28A.235.160, may be 9
exempted from the requirements of this section.10

(4) To maximize federal funding, school districts must continue 11
collecting free and reduced-price meal eligibility applications where 12
applicable and run direct certification at least monthly in 13
accordance with RCW 28A.235.280. School districts shall also annually 14
monitor data for eligibility in the United States department of 15
agriculture community eligibility provision and apply where eligible 16
as required in RCW 28A.235.300.17

(5) For the purposes of this section, the following definitions 18
apply:19

(a) "Public school" has the same meaning as in RCW 28A.150.010.20
(b) "School breakfast program" has the same meaning as in RCW 21

28A.235.160.22
(c) "School lunch program" has the same meaning as in RCW 23

28A.235.160.24
(6) This section governs school operation and management under 25

RCW 28A.710.040 and 28A.715.020, and applies to charter schools 26
established under chapter 28A.710 RCW and state-tribal education 27
compact schools established under chapter 28A.715 RCW to the same 28
extent as it applies to school districts.29

(7) The requirements in this section shall lapse if the federal 30
reimbursement for any school breakfasts or lunches is eliminated.31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 3.  A new section is added to chapter 28A.235 32
RCW to read as follows:33

Public schools, as defined in RCW 28A.150.010, providing school 34
meals to students are encouraged to buy Washington produced food 35
whenever practicable and cost is comparable to non-Washington 36
produced food.37
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Sec. 4.  RCW 28A.235.160 and 2021 c 74 s 2 are each reenacted and 1
amended to read as follows:2

(1) For the purposes of this section:3
(a) "Free or reduced-price lunch" means a lunch served by a 4

school district participating in the national school lunch program to 5
a student qualifying for national school lunch program benefits based 6
on family size-income criteria.7

(2) School districts shall implement a school lunch program in 22
each public school in the district in which educational services are 23
provided to children in any of the grades of kindergarten through 24
four and in which ((twenty-five)) 25 percent or more of the enrolled 25
students qualify for a free or reduced-price lunch. In accordance 26
with section 2 of this act, school districts shall provide meals at 27
no charge to all requesting students at public schools that meet the 28
criteria established in section 2(1) (b) and (c) of this act. In 29
developing and implementing its school lunch program and school 30
breakfast program, each school district may consult with an advisory 31
committee including school staff, community members, and others 32
appointed by the board of directors of the district.33

(((a) Applications to determine free or reduced-price lunch 34
eligibility shall be distributed and collected for all households of 35
children in schools containing any of the grades kindergarten through 36
four and in which there are no United States department of 37
agriculture child nutrition programs. The applications that are 38
collected must be reviewed to determine eligibility for free or 39
reduced-price lunches. Nothing in this section shall be construed to 40
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require completion or submission of the application by a parent or 1
guardian.2

(b) Using the most current available school data on free and 3
reduced-price lunch eligibility, the superintendent of public 4
instruction shall adopt a schedule for implementation of school lunch 5
programs at each school required to offer such a program under 6
subsection (2) of this section as follows:7

(i) Schools not offering a school lunch program and in which 8
twenty-five percent or more of the enrolled students are eligible for 9
free or reduced-price lunch shall implement a school lunch program 10
not later than the second day of school in the 2005-06 school year 11
and in each school year thereafter.12

Beginning in 24
the 2023-24 school year and in accordance with section 2 of this act, 25
school districts shall implement a breakfast program in each school 26
providing meals at no charge to students.

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districts ((are)) may be exempted shall be developed by rule and 1
revised if necessary by the office of the superintendent of public 2
instruction in consultation with representatives of school directors, 3
school food service, community-based organizations, and ((the 4
Washington state PTA)) a state organization of parents and teachers.5

The purpose of this section is to provide for the allocation of 8
state funding that the legislature deems necessary to support school 9
districts in offering the minimum instructional program of basic 10
education under RCW 28A.150.220.

The 33
superintendent must report this information in a user-friendly format 34
on the main page of the office's website. School districts must 35
include a link to the superintendent's per-pupil allocations report 36
on the main page of the school district's website. In addition, the 37
budget documents published by the legislature for the enacted omnibus 38
operating appropriations act must report statewide average per-pupil 39
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allocations for general apportionment and the categorical programs 1
listed in this subsection.2

(3)(a) To the extent the technical details of the formula have 3
been adopted by the legislature and except when specifically provided 4
as a school district allocation, the distribution formula for the 5
basic education instructional allocation shall be based on minimum 6
staffing and nonstaff costs the legislature deems necessary to 7
support instruction and operations in prototypical schools serving 8
high, middle, and elementary school students as provided in this 9
section. The use of prototypical schools for the distribution formula 10
does not constitute legislative intent that schools should be 11
operated or structured in a similar fashion as the prototypes. 12
Prototypical schools illustrate the level of resources needed to 13
operate a school of a particular size with particular types and grade 14
levels of students using commonly understood terms and inputs, such 15
as class size, hours of instruction, and various categories of school 16
staff.

The definition shall be based on the minimum instructional 13
hour offerings required under RCW 28A.150.220. Any revision of the 14
present definition shall not take effect until approved by the house 15
ways and means committee and the senate ways and means committee.16

(d) The office of financial management shall make a monthly 17
review of the superintendent's reported full-time equivalent students 18
in the common schools in conjunction with RCW 43.62.050.19

Sec. 7.  RCW 28A.405.415 and 2020 c 288 s 5 are each amended to 20
read as follows:21

(1) Certificated instructional staff who have attained 22
certification from the national board for professional teaching 23
standards shall receive a bonus each year in which they maintain the 24
certification. The bonus shall be calculated as follows: The annual 25
bonus shall be ((five thousand dollars)) $5,000 in the 2007-08 school 26
year. Thereafter, the annual bonus shall increase by inflation, 27
except that the bonus shall not be increased during the 2013-14 and 28
2014-15 school years.29

(2)(a) Certificated instructional staff who have attained 30
certification from the national board for professional teaching 31
standards shall be eligible for bonuses in addition to that provided 32
by subsection (1) of this section if the individual is in an 33
instructional assignment in a school in which at least ((seventy)) 70 34
percent of the students qualify for the free and reduced-price lunch 35
program.36

(b) An individual is eligible for bonuses authorized under this 37

(c) For the 2024-25 and 2025-26 school years, individuals are 5
eligible for bonuses under this subsection if they are in an 6
instructional assignment in a school providing meals at no charge to 7
students under section 2 of this act that met the definition of high 8
poverty school as defined in rule by the office of the superintendent 9
of public instruction during the 2022-23 school year.10

(3) The amount of the additional bonus under subsection (2) of 11
this section for those meeting the qualifications of subsection (2) 12
of this section is ((five thousand dollars)) $5,000.13

(4) The bonuses provided under this section are in addition to 14
compensation received under a district's salary schedule adopted in 15
accordance with RCW 28A.405.200 and shall not be included in 16
calculations of a district's average salary and associated salary 17
limitations under RCW 28A.400.200.18

(5) The bonuses provided under this section shall be paid in a 19
lump sum amount.20

EFFECT: (1) Provides that the requirements related to certain 
schools serving grades K-4 to provide breakfast and lunch at no 
charge to any requesting student will lapse if the federal 
reimbursement for any school breakfasts or lunches is eliminated.

(2) Removes subject to appropriations language as it relates to 
school districts being required to implement a breakfast program in 
each school providing meals at no charge beginning in the 2023-24 
school year and in accordance with the school meal requirements.

(3) Removes state reimbursement for school districts that are not 
participating in the school lunch program or the school breakfast 
program that provided school meals to enrolled students meeting 
federal eligibility requirements for free and reduced-price lunches 
during the 2023-24 school year.
