On page 12, beginning on line 2, after "offender" strike ", who 9
was 18 years of age or older on the offense date,"10

EFFECT: Removes language requiring the person be 18 years of age 
or older for offenses to count as strike offenses for persistent 
offenders. Limits the application of persistent offender status for 
attempted crimes to persons 18 years of age or older.
