AN ACT Relating to allowing persons to receive professional
licenses and certifications regardless of immigration or citizenship
status; amending RCW 18.170.030, 18.165.030, 18.53.060, 18.185.020,
18.185.250, 19.230.040, and 19.230.090; reenacting and amending RCW
18.130.040; adding a new section to chapter 18.118 RCW; adding a new
section to chapter 28A.410 RCW; and adding a new section to chapter
28A.413 RCW.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 18.118
RCW to read as follows:

(1) An individual who 1s not lawfully present in the United
States 1s eligible for a professional license, commercial license,
certificate, permit, or registration as allowed under Title 8 U.S.C.
Sec. 1621. A state agency or regulatory authority shall not deny an
application for a professional license, commercial license,
certificate, permit, or registration solely on the Dbasis of a
person's immigration or citizenship status if the person has met all
other qualifications.

(2) An applicant for a professional license, commercial license,

certificate, permit, or registration may provide an individual
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taxpayer identification number in 1lieu of a social security number
when completing an application.

(3) A state agency or regulatory authority shall not disclose to
any person who 1is not employed by the state agency or regulatory
authority  the social security number or individual taxpayer

identification number of an applicant or 1licensee for any purpose
Tax purposes;

(a)

(b) Licensing purposes; and

(c) Enforcement of an order for the payment of child support.

(4) A social security number or individual taxpayer
identification number provided to a regulatory authority is
confidential and is exempt from disclosure under chapter 42.56 RCW.

(5) Nothing 1in this section shall affect the requirements to
obtain a ©professional 1license, commercial license, certificate,
permit, or registration that are not directly related to citizenship

status or immigration status.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 28A.410
RCW to read as follows:

An individual who is not lawfully present in the United States is
eligible for a permit or certificate as allowed under Title 8 U.S.C.
Sec. 1621. The ©professional educator standards board and the
superintendent of public instruction shall not deny an application
for a permit or certificate solely on the basis of a person's
immigration or citizenship status if the person has met all other

qualifications.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 28A.413
RCW to read as follows:

An individual who is not lawfully present in the United States is
eligible for a certificate as allowed under Title 8 U.S.C. Sec. 1621.
The paraeducator board shall not deny an application for a
certificate for a ©person solely on the Dbasis of a person's
immigration or citizenship status if the person has met all other

qualifications.

Sec. 4. RCW 18.130.040 and 2023 c¢ 469 s 18, 2023 c¢ 460 s 15,
2023 ¢ 425 s 27, 2023 ¢ 270 s 14, 2023 ¢ 175 s 11, and 2023 c¢ 123 s

(3)(a) In addition to the authority to discipline 1license
holders, the disciplining authority has the authority to grant or
deny licenses. The disciplining authority may also grant a license
subject to conditions.

(b) An individual who is not lawfully present 1in the United

States is eligible for a license as allowed under Title 8 U.S.C. Sec.

1621. Disciplining authorities shall not deny a license solely on the

basis of a person's immigration or citizenship status if the person

has met all other gualifications for a license.

(4) All disciplining authorities shall adopt procedures to ensure
substantially consistent application of this chapter, the uniform
disciplinary act, among the disciplining authorities 1listed 1in

subsection (2) of this section.
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Sec. 5. RCW 18.170.030 and 2012 c¢ 118 s 2 are each amended to
read as follows:

An applicant must meet the following minimum requirements to
obtain a private security guard license:

(1) Be at least eighteen years of age;

(2) ((Be—a—eitizenof+the United States—or a residentalien;

+3¥)) Not have been convicted of a crime in any Jjurisdiction, if
the director determines that the applicant's particular crime
directly relates to his or her capacity to perform the duties of a
private security guard, and the director determines that the license
should be withheld to protect the citizens of Washington state. The
director shall make her or his determination to withhold a license
because of previous convictions notwithstanding the restoration of
employment rights act, chapter 9.96A RCW;

((#4F)) (3) Be employed by or have an employment offer from a
licensed private security company or Dbe licensed as a private
security company;

((#8¥)) (1) Submit a fully completed application that includes
proper identification on a form prescribed by the director for each

An applicant must meet the following minimum requirements to
obtain a private investigator license:

(1) Be at least eighteen years of age;

From and after January 1, 1940, in order to be eligible for

examination for registration, a person ((shatdi—be—a—eitizen—of—the
Yatted——States—of Ameriea;—whe)) shall have a preliminary education of
or equal to four years 1in a state accredited high school and has
completed a full attendance course in a regularly chartered school of
optometry maintaining a standard which is deemed sufficient and
satisfactory by the optometry board, who is a person of good moral
character, who has a visual acuity in at least one eye, of a standard
known as 20/40 wunder correction: PROVIDED, That from and after
January 1, 1975, 1in order to be eligible for examination for a
license, a person shall have the following qualifications:

(1) Be a graduate of a state accredited high school or its
equivalent;

(2) Have a diploma or other certificate of completion from an
accredited college of optometry or school of optometry, maintaining a

laws of optics and refraction and wuse of the ophthalmoscope,
retinoscope and other clinical instruments necessary in the practice

(3) Be of good moral character.

Such person shall file an application for an examination and
license with said board at any time thirty days prior to the time
fixed for such examination, or at a later date if approved by the
board, and such application must be on forms approved by the board,
and properly attested, and if found to be 1in accordance with the
provisions of this chapter shall entitle the applicant upon payment
of the proper fee, to take the examination prescribed by the board.
Such examination shall not be out of keeping with the established
teachings and adopted textbooks of the recognized schools of
optometry, and shall be confined to such subjects and practices as
are recognized as essential to the practice of optometry. All
candidates without discrimination, who shall successfully pass the
prescribed examination, shall be registered by the board and shall,
upon payment of the proper fee, be issued a license. Any license to

+3¥)) Not have been convicted of a crime in any jurisdiction in
the preceding ten vyears, 1if the director determines that the
applicant's particular crime directly relates to a capacity to
perform the duties of a bail bond agent and the director determines
that the 1license should be withheld to protect the citizens of
Washington state. If the director shall make a determination to

withhold a license because of previous convictions, the determination
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shall be consistent with the restoration of employment rights act,
chapter 9.96A RCW;

((#%¥)) J(8) (a) Have a current license or equivalent permit to
carry a concealed pistol;

(b) A resident alien must provide a copy of his or her alien
firearm license; and

((H=H8r)) (9 (a) Pay the required nonrefundable fee for each

application for a bail bond recovery agent license;
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(b) A bail bond agent or qualified agent who wishes to perform
the duties of a bail bond recovery agent must first obtain a bail
bond recovery agent endorsement to his or her bail bond agent or
agency license in order to act as a bail bond recovery agent, and pay
the required nonrefundable fee for each application for a bail bond

recovery agent endorsement.

RCW 19.230.040 and 2017 ¢ 30 s 4 are each amended to
read as follows:

(1) A person applying for a money transmitter license under this
chapter shall do so in a form and in a medium prescribed in rule by
the director. The application must state or contain:

(a) The legal name, business addresses, and residential address,
if applicable, of the applicant and any fictitious or trade name used
by the applicant in conducting its business;

(b) The legal name, residential and business addresses, date of

birth, social security number ((+)) or tax payer identification

number, and employment history for the five-year period preceding the

submission of the application of the applicant's proposed responsible
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immi-gration——statuas—to—work—n—theHUnited—States)). In addition, the

applicant shall provide the fingerprints of the proposed responsible
individual upon the request of the director;

(c) For the ten-year period preceding submission of the
application, a 1list of any criminal convictions of the proposed
responsible individual of the applicant, any material litigation in
which the applicant has been involved, and any litigation involwving
the proposed responsible individual relating to the provision of
money services;

(d) A description of any money services previously provided by
the applicant and the money services that the applicant seeks to
provide to persons in Washington state;

(e) A list of the applicant's proposed authorized delegates and
the locations where the applicant and its authorized delegates will
engage 1in the provision of money services to persons in Washington
state on behalf of the licensee;

(f) A list of other states in which the applicant is licensed to

engage 1in money transmission, or provide other money services, and
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any license revocations, suspensions, restrictions, or other
disciplinary action taken against the applicant in another state;

(g) A list of any license revocations, suspensions, restrictions,
or other disciplinary action taken against any money services
business involving the proposed responsible individual;

(h) Information concerning any bankruptcy or receivership
proceedings involving or affecting the applicant or the proposed
responsible individual;

(i) A sample form of contract for authorized delegates, if
applicable;

(J) A description of the source of money and credit to be used by
the applicant to provide money services; and

(k) Any other information regarding the background, experience,
character, financial responsibility, and general fitness of the
applicant, the applicant's responsible individual, or authorized
delegates that the director may require in rule.

(2) If an applicant is a corporation, limited liability company,
partnership, or other entity, the applicant shall also provide:

(a) The date of the applicant's incorporation or formation and
state or country of incorporation or formation;

(b) If applicable, a certificate of good standing from the state
or country in which the applicant is incorporated or formed;

(c) A brief description of the structure or organization of the
applicant, including any parent or subsidiary of the applicant, and
whether any parent or subsidiary is publicly traded;

(d) The legal name, any fictitious or trade name, all business
and residential addresses, date of birth, social security number, and
employment history in the ten-year period preceding the submission of
the application for each executive officer, board director, or person
that has control of the applicant;

(e) If the applicant or its corporate parent is not a publicly
traded entity, the director may request the fingerprints of each
executive officer, board director, or person that has control of the
applicant;

(f) A list of any criminal convictions, material litigation, and
any litigation related to the provision of money services, in the
ten-year period preceding the submission of the application in which
any executive officer, board director, or person in control of the

applicant has been involved;
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(g) A copy of the applicant's audited financial statements for
the most recent fiscal year or, if the applicant is a wholly owned
subsidiary of another corporation, the most recent audited
consolidated annual financial statement of the parent corporation or
the applicant's most recent audited consolidated annual financial
statement, and in each case, 1if available, for the two-year period
preceding the submission of the application;

(h) A copy of the applicant's unconsolidated financial statements
for the current fiscal vyear, whether audited or not, and, if
available, for the two-year period preceding the submission of the
application;

(i) If the applicant 1is publicly traded, a copy of the most
recent report filed with the United States securities and exchange
commission under section 13 of the federal Securities Exchange Act of
1934 (15 U.S.C. Sec. 78m);

(j) If the applicant is a wholly owned subsidiary of:

(1) A corporation publicly traded in the United States, a copy of
audited financial statements for the parent corporation for the most
recent fiscal year or a copy of the parent corporation's most recent
report filed under section 13 of the federal Securities Exchange Act
of 1934 (15 U.S.C. Sec. 78m); or

(ii) A corporation publicly traded outside the United States, a
copy of similar documentation filed with the regulator of the parent
corporation's domicile outside the United States;

(k) If the applicant has a registered agent in this state, the
name and address of the applicant's registered agent in this state;
and

(1) Any other information that the director may require in rule
regarding the applicant, each executive officer, or each board
director to determine the applicant's background, experience,
character, financial responsibility, and general fitness.

(3) A nonrefundable application fee and an initial license fee,
as determined in rule by the director, must accompany an application
for a license under this chapter. The initial license fee must be
refunded if the application is denied.

(4) As part of or in connection with an application for any
license under this section, or periodically upon 1license renewal,
each officer, director, responsible individual, and owner applicant
shall furnish information concerning his or her identity, including

fingerprints for submission to the Washington state patrol or the
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federal bureau of investigation for a state and national criminal
history background check, personal history, experience, Dbusiness
record, purposes, and other pertinent facts, as the director may
reasonably require. As part of or in connection with an application
for a license under this chapter, or periodically wupon license
renewal, the director is authorized to receive criminal history
record information that includes nonconviction data as defined in RCW
10.97.030. The department may only disseminate nonconviction data
obtained wunder this section to criminal Jjustice agencies. This
section does not apply to financial institutions regulated wunder
chapters 31.12 and 31.13 RCW and Titles 32 and 33 RCW. The
requirements of this subsection do not apply when the applicant or
its corporate parents are publicly traded entities.

(5) For business models that store virtual currency on behalf of
others, the applicant must provide a third-party security audit of
all electronic information and data systems acceptable to the
director.

(6) The director or the director's designated representative may
deny an application for a proposed license or trade name 1if the
proposed license or trade name is similar to a currently existing
licensee name, including trade names.

(7) The director may waive one or more requirements of this
section or permit an applicant to submit other information in lieu of

the required information.

Sec. 11. RCW 19.230.090 and 2003 c¢ 287 s 11 are each amended to
read as follows:

(1) A person applying for a currency exchange license under this
chapter shall do so in a form and in a medium prescribed in rule by
the director. The application must state or contain:

(a) The legal name, business addresses, and residential address,
if applicable, of the applicant and any fictitious or trade name used
by the applicant in conducting its Dbusiness, and the 1legal name,
residential and business addresses, date of birth, social security

number or tax payer identification number, employment history for the

five-year period preceding the submission of the application; and

upon request of the director, fingerprints of the applicant's

proposed responsible individual ( (and—deecumentation—that—the proposed
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(b) For the ten-year period preceding the submission of the
application, a 1list of any criminal convictions of the proposed
responsible individual of the applicant, any material litigation in
which the applicant has been involved, and any litigation involwving
the proposed responsible individual relating to the provision of
money services;

(e) A list of other states in which the applicant engages 1in
currency exchange or provides other money services and any license
revocations, suspensions, restrictions, or other disciplinary action
taken against the applicant in another state;

(f) A list of any license revocations, suspensions, restrictions,
or other disciplinary action taken against any money services
business involving the proposed responsible individual;

(9) Information concerning any bankruptcy or receivership
proceedings involving or affecting the applicant or the proposed
responsible individual;

(h) A sample form of contract for authorized delegates, if
applicable;

(1) A description of the source of money and credit to be used by
the applicant to provide currency exchange; and

(j) Any other information regarding the background, experience,
character, financial responsibility, and general fitness of the
applicant, the applicant's responsible individual, or authorized
delegates that the director may require in rule.

(2) If an applicant is a corporation, limited liability company,
partnership, or other entity, the applicant shall also provide:

(a) The date of the applicant's incorporation or formation and
state or country of incorporation or formation;

(b) If applicable, a certificate of good standing from the state
or country in which the applicant is incorporated or formed;

(c) A brief description of the structure or organization of the
applicant, including any parent or subsidiary of the applicant, and

whether any parent or subsidiary is publicly traded;
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(d) The legal name, any fictitious or trade name, all business
and residential addresses, date of birth, social security number, and
employment history in the ten-year period preceding the submission of
the application for each executive officer, board director, or person
that has control of the applicant;
