
AN ACT Relating to requiring the removal of graffiti on 1
department of transportation property; adding a new section to 2
chapter 9A.48 RCW; and making an appropriation.3

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  A new section is added to chapter 9A.48 5
RCW to read as follows:6

When any person is found guilty of violating RCW 9A.48.090 or 7
9A.48.105 committed against property owned by the state of Washington 8
under the jurisdiction of the department of transportation, the court 9
must order a mandatory 30-day period of community restitution to 10
require the removal of graffiti from the building, structure, or 11
property where the offense was committed, unless the court finds that 12
such an order is not practical. The community restitution must be 13
imposed consecutively to any other community restitution the court 14
imposes for the offense.15

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2.  The sum of $10,000,000 is appropriated for 16
the fiscal biennium ending June 30, 2025, from the general fund to 17
the department of transportation to:18
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(1) Provide support for department graffiti removal activities, 1
with a focus on facilities that require additional precautionary 2
measures to ensure worker safety; and3

(2) Establish a statewide graffiti removal grant program. Program 4
awards may only be used for activities that remove graffiti or 5
support graffiti removal. Eligible grant recipients include state 6
agencies, businesses, and nonprofit organizations.7
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
