NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  The legislature finds that Washington 1
state's fire service has evolved significantly over the past quarter 2
century. Since the mid-1990's, fire departments across the state have 3
taken on more responsibilities than ever previously envisioned. In 4
addition to fire suppression, Washington's fire service has evolved 5
to provide basic and advanced life support, educate the public on 6
fire prevention, perform technical rescue, respond to hazardous 7
materials incidents, and provide all-hazards response to wildland 8
fires, natural disasters, and pandemics and infectious disease 9
outbreaks. During this same time, Washington's population has grown 10
by more than 2,000,000 residents.11

The legislature acknowledges the breadth and depth of the 12
services the public expects, and that the fire service delivers, to 13
protect life, property, and the environment. Therefore, the 14
legislature intends to establish the fire service policy board to 15
ensure that the state director of fire protection has the necessary 16
authority and support to guarantee the continued provision of 17
comprehensive fire service training, fire prevention, investigations, 18
and all-hazards response for all of Washington state.19

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2.  (1) There is created the Washington state 20
fire service policy board, consisting of five members to be appointed 21
by the governor. 22

(2) The fire service policy board shall include:23
(a) One member representing the Washington state council of 24

firefighters;25
(b) One member representing the Washington state firefighters 26

association;27
(c) One member representing the Washington state fire 28

commissioners association;29
(d) One member representing the Washington fire chiefs 30

association; and31
(e) One member of the public with an interest in fire safety.32
(3) Each organization to be represented on the board shall select 33

a list of three nominees for submission to the governor no later than 34
90 days prior to the start of a member's term. For vacancies in 35
unexpired terms, the governor shall make an appointment within 90 36
days after the vacancies occur.37

(4) Three members of the board constitutes a quorum.38
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(5) Board members shall serve terms of four years, but no person 1
shall be appointed to serve more than two full terms. Terms of office 2
shall be staggered so that either two or three board member's terms 3
expire each even-numbered year.4

(6) Board members may be removed in accordance with RCW 5
43.06.070.6

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 3.  (1) The board may employ one or more full-7
time administrative staff members to carry out the duties and 8
responsibilities outlined in this chapter.9

(2) The fire service policy board shall work in conjunction with 10
the Washington state patrol to develop a plan for the transfer of 11
personnel engaged in performing the powers, functions, and duties 12
transferred to the jurisdiction of the fire service policy board.13

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 4.  Each member of the board shall be 14
compensated in accordance with RCW 43.03.265. Members shall be 15
reimbursed for travel expenses incurred in the actual performance of 16
their duties, as provided in RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. The board 17
is designated as a class four group for purposes of chapter 43.03 18
RCW.19

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 5.  (1) All powers, duties, and functions of 20
the Washington state patrol pertaining to fire protection are 21
transferred to the Washington state fire service policy board. All 22
references to the chief of the Washington state patrol in the Revised 23
Code of Washington shall be construed to mean the fire marshal or the 24
Washington state fire service policy board when referring to the 25
functions transferred in this section.26

(2) The transfer of the powers, duties, functions, and personnel 27
of the Washington state patrol shall not affect the validity of any 28
act performed before the effective date of this section.29

(3) All rules and all pending business before the Washington 30
state patrol pertaining to the powers, functions, and duties 31
transferred shall be continued and acted upon by the fire service 32
policy board. All existing contracts and obligations shall remain in 33
full effect and shall be performed by the fire service policy board.34

(4) All reports, documents, books, records, files, papers, or 35
written material in the possession of the Washington state patrol 36
relating to the functions transferred in this section shall be 37
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delivered to the custody of the fire service policy board. All 1
cabinets, furniture, office equipment, motor vehicles, and other 2
tangible property employed by the Washington state patrol in carrying 3
out the powers, functions, and duties transferred shall be made 4
available to the fire service policy board. All funds, credits, or 5
other assets held in connection with the powers, functions, and 6
duties transferred shall be assigned to the fire service policy 7
board.8

(5) Any appropriations made to the Washington state patrol for 9
carrying out the powers, functions, and duties transferred shall, on 10
the effective date of this section, be transferred and credited to 11
the fire service policy board and the fire marshal.12

(6) If apportionments of budgeted funds are required because of 13
the transfers directed by this section, the director of financial 14
management shall certify the appropriate transfer and adjustments in 15
funds and appropriation accounts and equipment records in accordance 16
with this certification.17

(7) Whenever any question arises as to the transfer of any 18
personnel, funds, books, documents, records, papers, files, 19
equipment, or other tangible property used or held in the exercise of 20
the powers and the performance of the duties and functions 21
transferred, the director of financial management shall make a 22
determination as to the proper allocation and certify the same to the 23
boards and agencies involved.24

(8) Nothing contained in this section may be construed to alter 25
any existing collective bargaining agreement until the agreement has 26
expired or until the bargaining unit has been modified by action of 27
the personnel board as provided by law.28

Sec. 6.  RCW 43.43.938 and 2012 c 229 s 819 are each amended to 29
read as follows:30

(1) Wherever the term state fire marshal appears in the Revised 31
Code of Washington or the Washington Administrative Code it shall 32
mean the director of fire protection.33

(2) The ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) governor shall 34
appoint ((an officer who shall be known as)) the director of fire 35
protection. The director of fire protection must have executive 36
management experience within fire service or the equivalent.37
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(3) The director of fire protection may designate one or more 1
deputies and may delegate to those deputies his or her duties and 2
authorities as deemed appropriate.3

(4) The director of fire protection shall prepare a biennial 4
budget pertaining to fire protection services. ((Such biennial budget 5
shall be submitted as part of the Washington state patrol's budget 6
request.))7

(5) The director of fire protection, shall implement and 8
administer, within constraints established by budgeted resources, all 9
duties of the chief of the Washington state patrol that are to be 10
carried out through the director of fire protection, and all of the 11
duties of the director of fire protection. Such administration shall 12
include negotiation of agreements with the state board for community 13
and technical colleges and the state colleges and universities as 14
provided in RCW 43.43.934. Programs covered by such agreements shall 15
include, but not be limited to, planning curricula, developing and 16
delivering instructional programs and materials, and using existing 17
instructional personnel and facilities. Where appropriate, such 18
contracts shall also include planning and conducting instructional 19
programs at the state fire service training center.20

Sec. 7.  RCW 43.43.960 and 2019 c 259 s 1 are each amended to 21
read as follows:22

Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the definitions in 23
this section apply throughout this subchapter.24

(1) "All risk resources" means those resources regularly provided 25
by fire departments, fire districts, and regional fire protection 26
service authorities required to respond to natural or man-made 27
incidents, including but not limited to:28

(a) Wild land fires;29
(b) Landslides;30
(c) Earthquakes;31
(d) Floods; and32
(e) Contagious diseases.33
(2) "Chief" means the chief of the Washington state patrol.34
(3) "Fire chief" includes the chief officer of a statutorily 35

authorized fire agency, or the fire chief's authorized 36
representative. Also included are the department of natural resources 37
fire control chief, and the department of natural resources regional 38
managers.39
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(4) "Jurisdiction" means state, county, city, fire district, 1
regional fire protection service authority, or port district units, 2
or other units covered by this chapter.3

(5) "Mobilization" means that all risk resources regularly 4
provided by fire departments, fire districts, and regional fire 5
protection service authorities beyond those available through 6
existing agreements will be requested and, when available, sent in 7
preparation of, or response to, an emergency or disaster situation 8
that has ((exceeded)) or is predicted to exceed the capabilities of 9
available local resources. During a large scale emergency, 10
mobilization includes the redistribution of regional or statewide 11
risk resources to either direct emergency incident assignments or to 12
assignment in communities where resources are needed. All risk 13
resources may not be mobilized to assist law enforcement with police 14
activities during a civil protest or demonstration, or other exercise 15
by the people of their constitutionally protected First Amendment 16
rights, or other protected concerted activity, however, fire 17
departments, fire districts, and regional fire protection service 18
authorities are not restricted from providing medical care or aid and 19
firefighting when mobilized for any purpose.20

When mobilization is declared and authorized as provided in this 21
chapter, all risk resources regularly provided by fire departments, 22
fire districts, and regional fire protection service authorities 23
including those of the host fire protection authorities, i.e. 24
incident jurisdiction, shall be deemed as mobilized under this 25
chapter, including those that responded earlier under existing mutual 26
aid or other agreement. All nonhost fire protection authorities 27
providing resources in response to a mobilization declaration shall 28
be eligible for expense reimbursement as provided by this chapter 29
from the time of the mobilization declaration.30

This chapter shall not reduce or suspend the authority or 31
responsibility of the department of natural resources under chapter 32
76.04 RCW.33

(6) "Mutual aid" means emergency interagency assistance provided 34
without compensation under an agreement between jurisdictions under 35
chapter 39.34 RCW.36

(7) "State fire marshal" means the director of fire protection 37
((in the Washington state patrol)).38
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Sec. 8.  RCW 4.24.400 and 1995 c 369 s 2 are each amended to read 1
as follows:2

No building warden, who acts in good faith, with or without 3
compensation, shall be personally liable for civil damages arising 4
from his or her negligent acts or omissions during the course of 5
assigned duties in assisting others to evacuate industrial, 6
commercial, governmental or multiunit residential buildings or in 7
attempting to control or alleviate a hazard to the building or its 8
occupants caused by fire, earthquake or other threat to life or limb. 9
The term "building warden" means an individual who is assigned to 10
take charge of the occupants on a floor or in an area of a building 11
during an emergency in accordance with a predetermined fire safety or 12
evacuation plan; and/or an individual selected by a municipal fire 13
chief or the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service 14
policy board, through the director of fire protection, after an 15
emergency is in progress to assist in evacuating the occupants of 16
such a building or providing for their safety. This section shall not 17
apply to any acts or omissions constituting gross negligence or 18
((wilful)) willful or wanton misconduct.19

Sec. 9.  RCW 9.40.100 and 2003 c 53 s 23 are each amended to read 20
as follows:21

Any person who willfully and without cause tampers with, molests, 22
injures or breaks any public or private fire alarm apparatus, 23
emergency phone, radio, or other wire or signal, or any firefighting 24
equipment, or who willfully and without having reasonable grounds for 25
believing a fire exists, sends, gives, transmits, or sounds any false 26
alarm of fire, by shouting in a public place or by means of any 27
public or private fire alarm system or signal, or by telephone, is 28
guilty of a misdemeanor. This provision shall not prohibit the 29
testing of fire alarm systems by persons authorized to do so, by a 30
fire department or the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 31
service policy board, through the director of fire protection.32

Sec. 10.  RCW 18.20.130 and 2012 c 10 s 8 are each amended to 33
read as follows:34

Standards for fire protection and the enforcement thereof, with 35
respect to all assisted living facilities to be licensed hereunder, 36
shall be the responsibility of the ((chief of the Washington state 37
patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of fire 38
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protection, who shall adopt such recognized standards as may be 1
applicable to assisted living facilities for the protection of life 2
against the cause and spread of fire and fire hazards. The 3
department, upon receipt of an application for a license, shall 4
submit to the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service 5
policy board, through the director of fire protection, in writing, a 6
request for an inspection, giving the applicant's name and the 7
location of the premises to be licensed. Upon receipt of such a 8
request, the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service 9
policy board, through the director of fire protection, or his or her 10
deputy, shall make an inspection of the assisted living facility to 11
be licensed, and if it is found that the premises do not comply with 12
the required safety standards and fire rules as adopted by the 13
((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, 14
through the director of fire protection, ((he or she)) shall promptly 15
make a written report to the assisted living facility and the 16
department as to the manner and time allowed in which the premises 17
must qualify for a license and set forth the conditions to be 18
remedied with respect to fire rules. The department, applicant, or 19
licensee shall notify the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 20
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 21
upon completion of any requirements made by him or her, and the 22
((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, 23
through the director of fire protection, or his or her deputy, shall 24
make a reinspection of such premises. Whenever the assisted living 25
facility to be licensed meets with the approval of the ((chief of the 26
Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 27
director of fire protection, ((he or she)) they shall submit to the 28
department a written report approving same with respect to fire 29
protection before a full license can be issued. The ((chief of the 30
Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 31
director of fire protection, shall make or cause to be made 32
inspections of such facilities at least annually.33

In cities which have in force a comprehensive building code, the 34
provisions of which are determined by the ((chief of the Washington 35
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 36
fire protection, to be equal to the minimum standards of the code for 37
assisted living facilities adopted by the ((chief of the Washington 38
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 39
fire protection, the chief of the fire department, provided the 40
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latter is a paid chief of a paid fire department, shall make the 1
inspection with the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 2
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, or his 3
or her deputy, and they shall jointly approve the premises before a 4
full license can be issued.5

Sec. 11.  RCW 18.46.110 and 2000 c 93 s 37 are each amended to 6
read as follows:7

Fire protection with respect to all birthing centers to be 8
licensed hereunder, shall be the responsibility of the ((chief of the 9
Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 10
director of fire protection, who shall adopt by reference, such 11
recognized standards as may be applicable to nursing homes, places of 12
refuge, and birthing centers for the protection of life against the 13
cause and spread of fire and fire hazards. The department upon 14
receipt of an application for a license, shall submit to the ((chief 15
of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through 16
the director of fire protection, in writing, a request for an 17
inspection, giving the applicant's name and the location of the 18
premises to be licensed. Upon receipt of such a request, the ((chief 19
of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through 20
the director of fire protection, or his or her deputy, shall make an 21
inspection of the birthing center to be licensed, and if it is found 22
that the premises do not comply with the required safety standards 23
and fire regulations as promulgated by the ((chief of the Washington 24
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 25
fire protection, he or she shall promptly make a written report to 26
the department as to the manner in which the premises may qualify for 27
a license and set forth the conditions to be remedied with respect to 28
fire regulations. The department, applicant or licensee shall notify 29
the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy 30
board, through the director of fire protection, upon completion of 31
any requirements made by him or her, and the ((chief of the 32
Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 33
director of fire protection, or his or her deputy, shall make a 34
reinspection of such premises. Whenever the birthing center to be 35
licensed meets with the approval of the ((chief of the Washington 36
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 37
fire protection, he or she shall submit to the department, a written 38
report approving same with respect to fire protection before a 39
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license can be issued. The ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 1
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 2
shall make or cause to be made such inspection of such birthing 3
centers as ((he or she deems)) deemed necessary.4

In cities which have in force a comprehensive building code, the 5
regulation of which is equal to the minimum standards of the code for 6
birthing centers adopted by the ((chief of the Washington state 7
patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of fire 8
protection, the building inspector and the chief of the fire 9
department, provided the latter is a paid chief of a paid fire 10
department, shall make the inspection and shall approve the premises 11
before a license can be issued.12

In cities where such building codes are in force, the ((chief of 13
the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 14
director of fire protection, may, upon request by the chief fire 15
official, or the local governing body, or of a taxpayer of such city, 16
assist in the enforcement of any such code pertaining to birthing 17
centers.18

Sec. 12.  RCW 18.51.140 and 1995 1st sp.s. c 18 s 43 are each 19
amended to read as follows:20

Standards for fire protection and the enforcement thereof, with 21
respect to all nursing homes to be licensed hereunder, shall be the 22
responsibility of the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 23
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, who 24
shall adopt such recognized standards as may be applicable to nursing 25
homes for the protection of life against the cause and spread of fire 26
and fire hazards. The department upon receipt of an application for a 27
license, shall submit to the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 28
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 29
in writing, a request for an inspection, giving the applicant's name 30
and the location of the premises to be licensed. Upon receipt of such 31
a request, the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service 32
policy board, through the director of fire protection, or his or her 33
deputy, shall make an inspection of the nursing home to be licensed, 34
and if it is found that the premises do not comply with the required 35

The department, applicant or licensee shall notify 3
the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy 4
board, through the director of fire protection, upon completion of 5
any requirements made by him or her, and the ((chief of the 6
Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the 7
director of fire protection, or his or her deputy, shall make a 8
reinspection of such premises. Whenever the nursing home to be 9
licensed meets with the approval of the ((chief of the Washington 10
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 11
fire protection, he or she shall submit to the department, a written 12
report approving same with respect to fire protection before a full 13
license can be issued. The ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 14
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 15
shall make or cause to be made inspections of such nursing homes at 16
least every eighteen months.17

In cities which have in force a comprehensive building code, the 18
provisions of which are determined by the ((chief of the Washington 19
state patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of 20
fire protection, to be equal to the minimum standards of the code for 21
nursing homes adopted by the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 22
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 23
the chief of the fire department, provided the latter is a paid chief 24
of a paid fire department, shall make the inspection with the ((chief 25
of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy board, through 26
the director of fire protection, or his or her deputy and they shall 27
jointly approve the premises before a full license can be issued.28

Sec. 13.  RCW 18.51.145 and 1995 c 369 s 7 are each amended to 29
read as follows:30

Inspections of nursing homes by local authorities shall be 31
consistent with the requirements of chapter 19.27 RCW, the state 32
building code. Findings of a serious nature shall be coordinated with 33
the department and the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 34
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, for 35
determination of appropriate actions to ensure a safe environment for 36
nursing home residents. The ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) 37
fire service policy board, through the director of fire protection, 38
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shall have exclusive authority to determine appropriate corrective 1
action under this section.2

Sec. 14.  RCW 19.27A.110 and 1995 c 369 s 8 are each amended to 3
read as follows:4

The ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service policy 5
board, through the director of fire protection, is the only authority 6
having jurisdiction over the approval of portable oil-fueled heaters. 7
The sale and use of portable oil-fueled heaters is governed 8
exclusively by RCW 19.27A.080 through 19.27A.120: PROVIDED, That 9
cities and counties may adopt local standards as provided in RCW 10
19.27.040.11

Sec. 15.  RCW 43.43.934 and 2015 c 43 s 1 are each amended to 12
read as follows:13

The director of fire protection shall:14
(1)(a)(i) With the state board for community and technical 15

colleges, provide academic, vocational, and field training programs 16
for the fire service; and (ii) with the state colleges and 17
universities, provide instructional programs requiring advanced 18
training, especially in command and management skills;19

(b) Cooperate with the common schools, technical and community 20
colleges, institutions of higher education, and any department or 21
division of the state, or of any county or municipal corporation in 22
establishing and maintaining instruction in fire service training and 23
education in accordance with any act of congress and legislation 24
enacted by the legislature in pursuance thereof and in establishing, 25
building, and operating training and education facilities.26

Industrial fire departments and private fire investigators may 27
participate in training and education programs under this chapter for 28
a reasonable fee established by rule;29

(c) Develop and adopt a master plan for constructing, equipping, 30
maintaining, and operating necessary fire service training and 31
education facilities subject to the provisions of chapter 43.19 RCW;32

(d) Develop and adopt a master plan for the purchase, lease, or 33
other acquisition of real estate necessary for fire service training 34
and education facilities in a manner provided by law; and35

(e)(i) Develop and adopt a plan for the ((Washington state 36
patrol)) fire service policy board fire training academy to deliver 37
basic firefighter training and testing to all city fire departments, 38
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fire protection districts, regional fire protection service 1
authorities, and other public fire agencies in the state. The plan 2
required by this subsection (1)(e) must specify that the delivery of 3
training and testing services will be provided:4

(A) To recipients in the following order of priority:5
(I) Volunteer departments;6
(II) Combination departments; and7
(III) Fire agencies that employ only career firefighters and fire 8

officers; and9
(B) By personnel of the fire training academy, either at the 10

academy's facilities in North Bend, Washington, or regionally at 11
local fire agencies.12

(ii)(A) In lieu of receiving training and testing services from 13
the fire training academy, city fire departments, fire protection 14
districts, regional fire protection service authorities, and other 15
public fire agencies in the state may seek reimbursement for their 16
firefighter I training expenses. The amount of reimbursement will be 17
calculated on a per capita basis. The per capita amount is equal to 18
the three-year statewide firefighter per capita average for the 19
regional direct delivery of training by the fire training academy. 20
The three-year statewide firefighter per capita average is calculated 21
by dividing the number of firefighters trained using the regional 22
direct delivery program during the three-year period into the total 23
cost of providing regional direct delivery during the same three-year 24
period. The regional direct delivery costs used for the basis of 25
these calculations does not include the costs of the fire training 26
academy personnel used to coordinate the direct delivery programs, 27
the state's indirect costs, or any other indirect costs.28

(B) Prior to the implementation of the reimbursement provisions 29
in (e)(ii)(A) of this subsection, the amount of reimbursement for 30
city fire departments, fire protection districts, regional fire 31
protection service authorities, and other public fire agencies must 32
be not less than three dollars for every one hour of firefighter I 33
training, and may not exceed two hundred hours.34

(iii) Subject to approval by the director of fire protection, and 35
in accordance with the plan required by this subsection (1)(e), the 36
fire training academy facilities and programs must be made available 37
at no cost to fire service youth programs.

(i) The chief of the fire department if the dwelling unit is 20

(a) "Dwelling unit" means a single unit providing complete, 26

independent living facilities for one or more persons including 27

(b) "Smoke detection device" means an assembly incorporating in 30
one unit a device which detects visible or invisible particles of 31
combustion, the control equipment, and the alarm-sounding device, 32
operated from a power supply either in the unit or obtained at the 33
point of installation.34

The smoke detection device awareness account is created in the 37
custody of the state treasurer.

The ((chief of the Washington state 6
patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of fire 7
protection, has exclusive authority to determine appropriate 8
corrective action under this section.9

Application for an outdoor music festival permit shall be in 12
writing and filed with the clerk of the issuing authority wherein the 13
festival is to be held. Said application shall be filed not less than 14
ninety days prior to the first scheduled day of the festival and 15
shall be accompanied with a permit fee in the amount of two thousand 16
five hundred dollars. Said application shall include:17

(1) The name of the person or other legal entity on behalf of 18
whom said application is made: PROVIDED, That a natural person 19
applying for such permit shall be eighteen years of age or older;20

(2) A financial statement of the applicant;21
(3) The nature of the business organization of the applicant;22
(4) Names and addresses of all individuals or other entities 23

having a ten percent or more proprietary interest in the festival;24
(5) The principal place of business of applicant;25
(6) A legal description of the land to be occupied, the name and 26

address of the owner thereof, together with a document showing the 27
consent of said owner to the issuance of a permit, if the land be 28
owned by a person other than the applicant;29

(7) The scheduled performances and program;30
(8) Written confirmation from the local health officer that he or 31

she has reviewed and approved plans for site and development in 32
accordance with rules, regulations and standards adopted by the state 33
board of health. Such rules and regulations shall include criteria as 34
to the following and such other matters as the state board of health 35
deems necessary to protect the public's health:36

(a) Submission of plans37
(b) Site38
(c) Water supply39
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(d) Sewage disposal1
(e) Food preparation facilities2
(f) Toilet facilities3
(g) Solid waste4
(h) Insect and rodent control5
(i) Shelter6
(j) Dust control7

(n) Attendant physicians11
(o) Communication systems12
(9) A written confirmation from the appropriate law enforcement 13

agency from the area where the outdoor music festival is to take 14
place, showing that traffic control and crowd protection policing 15
have been contracted for or otherwise provided by the applicant 16
meeting the following conditions:17

(a) One person for each two hundred persons reasonably expected 18
to be in attendance at any time during the event for purposes of 19
traffic and crowd control.20

(b) The names and addresses of all traffic and crowd control 21
personnel shall be provided to the appropriate law enforcement 22
authority: PROVIDED, That not less than twenty percent of the traffic 23
and crowd control personnel shall be commissioned police officers or 24
deputy sheriffs: PROVIDED FURTHER, That on and after February 25, 25
1972 any commissioned police officer or deputy sheriff who is 26
employed and compensated by the promoter of an outdoor music festival 27
shall not be eligible and shall not receive any benefits whatsoever 28
from any public pension or disability plan of which he or she is a 29
member for the time he is so employed or for any injuries received 30
during the course of such employment.31

(c) During the hours that the festival site shall be open to the 32
public there shall be at least one regularly commissioned police 33
officer employed by the jurisdiction wherein the festival site is 34
located for every one thousand persons in attendance and said officer 35
shall be on duty within the confines of the actual outdoor music 36
festival site.37

(d) All law enforcement personnel shall be charged with enforcing 38
the provisions of this chapter and all existing statutes, ordinances 39
and regulations.40
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(10) A written confirmation from the appropriate law enforcement 1
authority that sufficient access roads are available for ingress and 2
egress to the parking areas of the outdoor music festival site and 3
that parking areas are available on the actual site of the festival 4
or immediately adjacent thereto which are capable of accommodating 5
one auto for every four persons in estimated attendance at the 6
outdoor music festival site.7

(11) A written confirmation from the department of natural 8
resources, where applicable, and the ((chief of the Washington state 9
patrol)) fire service policy board, through the director of fire 10
protection, that all fire prevention requirements have been complied 11
with.12

(12) A written statement of the applicant that all state and 13
local law enforcement officers, fire control officers and other 14
necessary governmental personnel shall have free access to the site 15
of the outdoor music festival.16

(13) A statement that the applicant will abide by the provisions 17
of this chapter.18

(14) The verification of the applicant warranting the truth of 19
the matters set forth in the application to the best of the 20
applicant's knowledge, under the penalty of perjury.21

This chapter is not intended to regulate smoking in a private 24
enclosed workplace, within a public place, even though such workplace 25
may be visited by nonsmokers, excepting places in which smoking is 26
prohibited by the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 27
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, or by 28
other law, ordinance, or regulation.29

Sec. 81.  RCW 71.12.485 and 1995 c 369 s 61 are each amended to 30
read as follows:31

Standards for fire protection and the enforcement thereof, with 32
respect to all establishments to be licensed hereunder, shall be the 33
responsibility of the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 34
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, who 35
shall adopt such recognized standards as may be applicable to such 36
establishments for the protection of life against the cause and 37
spread of fire and fire hazards. The department of health, upon 38
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receipt of an application for a license, or renewal of a license, 1
shall submit to the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire 2
service policy board, through the director of fire protection, in 3
writing, a request for an inspection, giving the applicant's name and 4
the location of the premises to be licensed. Upon receipt of such a 5
request, the ((chief of the Washington state patrol)) fire service 6
