(1) Within existing resources, the commission must examine 17
national safety reports and recommendations on alcohol and drug 18
impaired driving and report to the transportation committees of the 19
legislature, by December 15, 2023, any recommendations for 20
legislative or policy changes to improve traffic safety in Washington 21
state.22

(2)(a) $235,500 of the Cooper Jones active transportation safety 23
account—state appropriation is provided solely for the commission to 24
conduct research pertaining to the issue of street lighting and 25
safety, including a public input component and learning from 26
counties, cities, the state, and other impacted entities. Research 27
may include the following:28

(i) Interviewing additional local and regional roads departments, 29
water-sewer districts, and other utility services to gather a 30
holistic data set or further input on which authority assumes primary 31
responsibility for street illumination in various underserved areas 32
throughout the state;33

(ii) Systematically soliciting information from communities with 34
poor street illumination and lighting to gather input as to whether 35
this is an issue the community would like to see improved;36
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(iii) Conferring with regional and state-level police, fire, and 1
emergency medical services to assess and document potential delays in 2
emergency response times due to poor street illumination;3

(iv) Further assessing the impact of using LED lights in roadway 4
and pedestrian scale lighting in reducing carbon emissions and light 5
pollution throughout the United States; and6

(v) Subject to more in-depth findings, convening a meeting with 7
appropriate state, regional, and local stakeholders and community 8
partners.9

(b) The commission must report research results and provide any 10
recommendations for legislative or policy action to the 11
transportation committees of the legislature by January 1, 2025.12

(3) Within existing resources, the commission, through the Cooper 13
Jones active transportation safety council, must prioritize the 14
review of pedestrian, bicyclist, or nonmotorist fatality and serious 15
injury review when the victim is a member of a federally recognized 16
tribe. Consistent with RCW 43.59.156(5), the commission may recommend 17
any policy or legislative changes to improve traffic safety for 18
tribes through such review.19

(4) Within existing resources, the commission must review and 20
report to the transportation committees of the legislature, by 21
December 15, 2023, on strategies and technologies used in other 22
states to prevent and respond to wrong-way driving crashes.23

(5) The Washington traffic safety commission shall coordinate 24
with each city that implements a pilot program as authorized in RCW 25
46.63.170(6) to provide the transportation committees of the 26
legislature with the following information by June 30, 2025:27

(a) The number of warnings and infractions issued to first-time 28
violators under the pilot program;29

(b) The number of warnings and infractions issued to the 30
registered owners of vehicles that are not registered with an address 31
located in the city conducting the pilot program; and32

(c) The frequency with which warnings and infractions are issued 33
on weekdays versus weekend days.34

(6) $50,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation is 35
provided solely for the implementation of chapter 471, Laws of 2023 36
(negligent driving). ((If chapter 471, Laws of 2023 is not enacted by 37
June 30, 2023, the amount provided in this subsection lapses.))38

(7) The Washington traffic safety commission may oversee a pilot 39
program in up to three cities implementing the use of automated 40
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vehicle noise enforcement cameras in zones that have been designated 1
by ordinance as "Stay Out of Areas of Racing."2

(a) Any programs authorized by the commission must be authorized 3
by December 31, 2024.4

(b) If a city has established an authorized automated vehicle 5
noise enforcement camera pilot program under this section, the 6
compensation paid to the manufacturer or vendor of the equipment used 7
must be based upon the value of the equipment and services provided 8
or rendered in support of the system.9

(c) Any city administering a pilot program overseen by the 10
traffic safety commission shall use the following guidelines to 11
administer the program:12

(i) Automated vehicle noise enforcement camera may record 13
photographs or audio of the vehicle and vehicle license plate only 14
while a violation is occurring. The picture must not reveal the face 15
of the driver or of passengers in the vehicle;16

(ii) The law enforcement agency of the city or county government 17
shall install two signs facing opposite directions within 200 feet, 18
or otherwise consistent with the uniform manual on traffic control 19
devices, where the automated vehicle noise enforcement camera is used 20
that state "Street Racing Noise Pilot Program in Progress";21

(iii) Cities testing the use of automated vehicle noise 22
enforcement cameras must post information on the city website and 23
notify local media outlets indicating the zones in which the 24
automated vehicle noise enforcement cameras will be used;25

(iv) A city may only issue a warning notice with no penalty for a 26
violation detected by automated vehicle noise enforcement cameras in 27
a Stay Out of Areas of Racing zone. Warning notices must be mailed to 28
the registered owner of a vehicle within 14 days of the detected 29
violation;30

(v) A violation detected through the use of automated vehicle 31
noise enforcement cameras is not part of the registered owner's 32
driving record under RCW 46.52.101 and 46.52.120;33

(vi) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, all photographs, 34
videos, microphotographs, audio recordings, or electronic images 35
prepared under this subsection (7) are for the exclusive use of law 36
enforcement in the discharge of duties under this section and are not 37
open to the public and may not be used in a court in a pending action 38
or proceeding. No photograph, microphotograph, audio recording, or 39
electronic image may be used for any purpose other than the issuance 40
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of warnings for violations under this section or retained longer than 1
necessary to issue a warning notice as required under this subsection 2

(d) The work group must submit a preliminary report, including 8
any recommendations or draft legislation, to the office of the 9
governor and the transportation committees of the legislature by 10
December 15, 2023. The work group must submit a final report with 11

(vii) A representative of the transportation improvement board;35
(viii) At least one representative from the department of 36

transportation's local programs division;37
(ix) At least two representatives from the department of 38

transportation with expertise in procurement and legal services; and39
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(x) At least one member from the house of representatives 1
transportation committee and at least one member from the senate 2
transportation committee.3

(b) Of the members described in (a) of this subsection, at least 4
one of the city representatives and one of the county representatives 5
must have public works contracting experience, and at least one of 6
the city representatives and one of the county representatives must 7
have public works project management experience.8

(c) The work group must make recommendations of how the 9
department of transportation could better work in partnership with 10
local jurisdictions to ensure that roadway construction projects can 11
be performed when funds are made available in the omnibus 12
transportation appropriations act even if the department of 13
transportation does not have the capacity to be the project manager 14
on a project and a local jurisdiction is ready, willing, and able to 15
implement the project within the time frames envisioned in the 16
omnibus transportation appropriations act.

Program delivery 10
evaluation must include carbon emissions reduction estimates by 11
program and by unit of time, program cost per unit of emission 12
reduction, quantified benefits to vulnerable populations and 13
overburdened communities by program cost, any additional appropriate 14
qualitative and quantitative metrics, and actionable recommendations 15
for improvements in program delivery. A report is due to the 16

appropriation and $125,000 of the motor vehicle account—state 36
appropriation are provided solely for the commission to update the 37
statewide transportation plan required under RCW 47.01.071(4). The 38
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update process must be informed by guidance from a steering committee 1
comprised of the commission, the joint transportation committee's 2
executive committee, the governor's office, the secretary of the 3
department of transportation, and representatives of metropolitan and 4
regional transportation planning organizations. As part of the update 5
process, the commission shall undertake specific actions in the 6
following order:7

(a) (($34,673,000)) $47,707,000 of the multimodal transportation 4
account—state appropriation and (($37,563,000)) $43,058,000 of the 5
climate active transportation account—state appropriation are 6
provided solely for pedestrian and bicycle safety program projects 7
(L2000188 and L1000335). Of the amount of climate active 8
transportation account funds appropriated in this subsection, up to 9
one percent may be used for program administration and staffing.10

to parking, expansion of Freeway Park, affordable housing, and 25
commercial real estate (L2021140). The Seattle office of planning and 26
community development shall conduct ongoing community engagement with 27
underrepresented constituencies to support the technical work of this 28
study and raise public awareness of opportunities of I-5 lids. Focus 29
should be given to low-income households living and working in the 30
I-5 lid study areas in central Seattle.31

(21) $4,000,000 of the carbon emissions reduction account—state 36
appropriation is provided solely for Kitsap transit design work and 37

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(22) The appropriations in this section include savings due to 1
anticipated project underruns; however, it is unknown which projects 2
will provide savings.

December 13, 2023, which consists of a list of specific projects by 12
fund source and amount over multiple biennia. Current fiscal biennium 13
funding for each project is a line-item appropriation, while the 14
outer year funding allocations represent a 16-year plan. The 15
department of transportation is expected to use the flexibility 16
provided in this section to assist in the delivery and completion of 17
all transportation partnership account and connecting Washington 18
account projects on the ((LEAP)) OFM transportation document 19
referenced in this subsection. For the 2023-2025 project 20
appropriations, unless otherwise provided in this act, the director 21
of the office of financial management may provide written 22
authorization for a transfer of appropriation authority between 23
projects funded with transportation partnership account 24
appropriations or connecting Washington account appropriations to 25
manage project spending and efficiently deliver all projects in the 26
