
WHEREAS, The Blessing Movement was founded in 2019 to foster and 1
strengthen relationships between youth and senior citizens in the 2
Sumner and Bonney Lake communities through service projects; and3

WHEREAS, The Blessing Movement creates opportunities for High 4
School students to volunteer their time to assist senior citizens, 5
many with disabilities, on fixed incomes, veterans, or those facing 6
terminal illness, especially in the form of yard up-keep who would 7
otherwise be challenged by such maintenance, helping improve their 8
quality of life and pride of ownership; and9

WHEREAS, In 2022, The Blessing Movement established a community 10
builder project with Sumner-Bonney Lake School District called 11
"Students Helping Seniors," which gives school clubs the ability to 12
adopt a home for one year to assist with yard care needs; and13

WHEREAS, High school students who take part in The Blessing 14
Movement have the opportunity to earn community service hours, a 15
valuable component toward postsecondary education scholarships; and16

WHEREAS, The Blessing Movement currently provides assistance to 17
24 homes within the community with a team of 20 adult volunteers, 18
four community-based program interns, three Elhi Hill High School 19
Program students, 40 Bonney Lake High school National Honor Society 20
students, and 10 Key Club students; and21

WHEREAS, The Blessing Movement strives to instill a strong work 22
ethic, a sense of teamwork, and a lifelong compassion for others in 23
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the community's youth, with now over 6,000 hours of service to 1
the community annually; and2

WHEREAS, The Blessing Movement would not be successful 3
without the generous donations and volunteers from the Sumner-4
Bonney Lake communities; and5

WHEREAS, The intergenerational engagement fostered by The 6
Blessing Movement is intended to also help both senior citizens 7
and students alike to feel a sense of community and belonging;8

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Washington State 9
Senate recognize The Blessing Movement, it's founder Kerry 10
LeBleu, and their efforts within the Sumner-Bonney Lake 11
communities to support aging residents, improve quality of life, 12
and empower youth to serve their communities.13
